Sugar for Cattle Feeding

It is proposed in England to feed refuse
sugar and molasses to stock. The London
Agricultural Gazette in speaking of this
says:—In this country, giving animals sug-
ar or molasses with their food was com-
menced after the abolition of the sugar
duties in 1874, and is now common enough,
though only to a small extent, and is cap-
able of vast development, now that prices
are so low. In this country much of the
utility of beet (mangolds) in feeding, is due
to the four or five per cent, of sugar it con-
tains. Sugar or mo lasses will induce cat
tle to eat all sorts of matter, which they
would otherwise rejéct, such as indifferent
hay, or cutstraw mixed with roots. The
flesh of pigs partly fed on sugar has been
proved to be unusually fine. Now that
sugar can be bought for this purpose at a
little over §d. per 1b. in London, and refuse
mojiasses at just over 4d. per 1b., there is
no doubt an opening for a great extension
in its use for feeding stock of all sorts. Far-
