Hon. Mr. Haggart, Minister of Railways, 

was warmly received. He first dealt with 
the public debt, and showed that of its total 
amount of $237,000,000 nearly every dollar 
was built up by the Government assuming 
the liabilities of the provinces at Confedera­
tion, by the building of the Intercolonial 
and other public works, for which the 
Reform party* Were just as re­
sponsible as the / Conservatives.
