There is now a reaction
against monster ships. England is the
only naval power that persists in the
policy of building them, and apparently
she is nearing a halt. The Italians have
come to the conclusion that is indicated
by the dimension of their latest armor-
ciad authorized, which will have 8,800
tons displacement.  The determination
of Frauee and the United States to keep
their battleships under 12,000 tons was
deliberately taken by each government,
after weighing weight against effici-
ency. In this policy Russia also agrees,
the largest of her. armor-clads in ser-
vice being the Georgi Pobledonosetz, of
10,280 tons, while her naval‘constructors
regard 12,000 tons as about the proper
limit,

Of the cruisers now afloat the Russian
Rurik is the largest and probably, taking
all things into consideration, the most
powerful. She is armor belted and is of
10,900 tons displacement, almost 2,000
ons larger than the Blake. The Eng-
lish have authorized two cruisers of 14,
000 tous each, being determined to see
the Rurik and go her 8,100 tons better.
As in the case of the armor-clads Eng-
land stands alone in accepting this chal-
lenge. Her Blake and Blenheim are not
only exceeded by the Rurik, but by the
Spanish ‘Emperador Carlos V., which
has 9,285 tons displacement. The larg-
est French cruiser in active surface 18
the D’Eutrecasteaux, of 7,900 tons, but
the Jeanne d’Aro is being enlarged to a
total displacement of 8,700 touns.

The largest cruiser class of the Italian
service either afloat or authorized dis-
place 6,500 tons each, which is 450 tons
more than Germany’s leader, the
Kaiserin Augusta. The largest of our
cruisers afloat is the New York, of 8,150
tons, while the Brooklyn, building, will
be 1,000 tons larger.—Boston Transcript.

BIRDS AND INSECTS.

Killing Off the Birds Always Results in
Preserving the Pests.

There is a senseless destruction of
many of our common birds in varions
parts of the country, and the farmers
either help in the work or lend their
moral assistance by not openly denounc-
ing the outruge. Very few birds have
been found to do positive injury of any
importance to the .crops, and these fow
can be kept under control without offer-
ing bounties and employing men and
boys to tramp over the fields to hunt
them up. Inthe south the rice birds
may be of great harm to planters and in
the north the Eunglish sparrows may
flock a little too numerously in some or-
chards. A few chicken hawks may
steal some choice poultry or a stray owl
may ‘crush the heads of some young
squabs. But otherwise the amount of
damage done by birds is so small in
comparison with the good they do in
keeping down insects and grubs that it
is a sin to destroy them.

‘Why 1s it that insects and grubs are
appearing in such large quantities every
year, and new ones apparently coming
into ‘existence? In years gone by the
farmers were never visited by such
plagues of inseets, and they never kuew
what spraying and the use of poisons
meani. 1The few insects that bothered
their crops were fought by hand and
kept down pretty effectually. But to-
day, despite all our efforts to fizht these
pests, whole crops of vegetables are
literally eaten to pieces and destroyed.
Every now and then we hear of farmer¢
abandoning the culture of certain crops
because the bugs and insects become toc
numerous to make the chance of secur
ing good barvests too small 1o pay. I
not all this caused by the geueral de
struction of the birds 1n this country by
sportsmen, -boys aud bounty hunters
Did not Nature intend that the bird
should live upon the grubs and insects
as well as upon wild seeds, and do the)
pot to-day prefer a good fat worm to th
choicest seeds? We tind them ip the
corn field, potato field and vegetable
garden occasionally, and after they have
been . there a short time the number of
insects will be reduced by one-half. In
Pennsylvania, after paying bounties for
killing many birds, the farmers and
scientists have concluded that the birds
so hunted are almost harmless, and that
they do really more good to the farmers
than harm.—American Cultivator,
