“TIRED OF LIVING N HAMILTON.

Charles Taafe's Ineffectunl Attempts to
End His Life—-Many Casualties in
the Ambitious City.

Hamilton, July 27.—Charles Taafe, a

young man who lives at Hamilton Beach,
is trying hard to die. Last Sunday he
took a big dose of paris green, which
almost ended his career, but medical
aid was secured in time and he ‘pulled
through. Yesterday afternoon he got
out of his sick hed, ran to the lake and
threw himself in, but was pull_ed out
before he drowned. He says he is bound
to die. His desire to do so is the result
of a life of dissipation.

The woman who fell off a street car
in James-street north -last night died
and at noon to-day it transpired her
pame was Miss Emina Foster, wh“iz re-
sides alone with her mother at 41 Night-
ingaie-street.Last night she leit home
about 9 o'clock to get some medicine
for her mother from Dr. Dillabough in
Gore-street. The car passed that street
and when she stood up to ring the car
bell ehe fell out on ber head, She died
from concussion of the brain. She was a
sister of James F. Foster, plumber; James-
street north.

Joseph Harris, cormer of James and
Strachan-streets, *was driving. down
Hughson-street cn a load of lumber this
morning, when one of the wheels struck
a hydrant cover, precipitating Harrid to
the ground. - A portion of the bone of the
head was crushed to the brain,from the
effects of which the young man will pro-
bably die. .

T., H & B. Entrance Into the City.

Editor World: The best solution of the
problem of the new railway entrance into
Toronto is: » J

1. Producel Queen-street straight west
on the north side of the present railway
track until it orosses the Humber. This
will give free accass to the park to citi-
zens by vehicle and street. cars without
danger of raliway crossings and preserve
the park.

2. Run the new railway parallel to the
existing tracks and as near as possible to
them so as to leave a wide beach, ' The

new track should be south of the existing

one and can be continued east until about
Dufferin-street, where it may either pro-
ceed oa close to south side of the present
track or else turn north across said track
to jein the C.P.R. track at the subway,
thus not hurting King-street, The ground
along the route is now mostly vacant.

3. Make two or three crossings over, or
better, under the tracks, for access to the
beach from vehioles from the rark, or on
:ggﬁen-atree: produced as before speci-

ied. 3
The route pursued will be economiecal to
the railways, convenient to the publio, and
above all, safe and shorter than any other
route and will not spoil the park and hurt
West P'm-kq:xle, as the plan outlined in
your editorial of 27th July lacks in every
one of these respects. Compare the two
Plans and see the number of dJangerous
crossings that your way proposes.

4 CHANGE IN THR HOUSB OF COM-
. MONS SPREAKERSHIP,

A Report That It May Be Attempted,
Which Is, However. Doubted—An In-
spired Cable Letter Yhich the Reader
should Be Very Chary of Placing Much
Credence in.

London, July 27.—The new Parlia-
ment is now practically compleeted,. on-
ly four constituencies remaining to be
polled. It is lucky for the Liberal-Un-
ionists that the Ministry was formed Be-
fora the Conservatives had any idea that
they would appear in the House with
a majority great enough to defy a se-
cession on the part of the Liberal-Un-
ionists or a coalition of all the parties.
Already influential Conservatives are urg-
ing the leaders of that party to recon-
struct the Government, giving the Con-
servatives increased representation there-
in. It would be difficult to re-shuifle the
cards so eveniy dealt out, but at the
Castleton Club it is thought that Lord
Salisbury, will try to do it. The Cabjinet
will meet on Tuesday, when the question
of removing Mr. William Court Gully from
the Speakership of the Houss of Com-
mons and the substitution in his stead
of Sir Matthew White-Ridley, at present
Secretary of State for the Home De-
partment, will be discussed. Mr. Gully
stands to win, no matter what action
the Cabinet may take. Should he be al-
lowed to retain the office, he will, ,of
course, have all the honors and emolu-
ments attaching themeto. Should he be
removed to make ‘room for a member
of the Government party he will receive
a pension of £4000 annually and perhaps
be made a peer, although this latter is
by no means a certainty. His salary is
now . £6000 a year, and in addition he
is furnished a residence in the Palace
of Westminster.

Slap at Salisbury

With 8ir Matthew White Ridley as
Bpeaker,, Toom would be made in the
Home Office for that staunch Tory, J.W.

Severe Engagement—Heavy Losses

4 on Both Sides.

Santiago de Cuba, July 28.—The sen-
sational news of the day is the defeat
of Martines Campos. On the 18th inst.
he left Manganilla for Bayamo on horse-
back, accompanied by a column of 2000
nmen. When they were between Vequitas
and Bayamo, nine miles from the latter
city, Antonio Maceo, Rabi and other
rebel leaders, who were awaiting them,
with 8000 men, attacked the Spaniards.
At the time the Spanish column  was
marching in the following order: First
26 “explorers,” then a vanguard of 500
men under Gen. Fidel Santocildes; then in
the centre, at & distance of abouti'a mile,
Martines Campos, with a large body of
troops, and then closing the line was a
strong rear guard. 'The Cubans did not
capture Martinez Campos, because they
had made a mistake, When they saw
the explorers they allowed them to pass,
as ‘they thought they were the vanguard,
and when the vanguard appeared they
made the attack, thinking that body was
the centre of the column where Martinez
Campos 'was riding. By doing so they
gave time to the marshal to prepare to
defend himself. ' Alighting from his horse,
be ordered his soldiers to forml/ a square,
thus saving himnelf. The Spaniards had
Gen. Santocildes, his aide and all his
staff killed except @ lieut.-colonel and
captain; two lieut.-colonels mortally,
wounded, another lieut.-colonel and a
captain seriously wounded, 80 soldiers
killed and & great many wounded.

The Cubans had General Rabi and Gou-
let and Col. Machado killed, Col. Gon-
gora wounded and many killed and
wounded., They did not give the exact
loss;; This was the severest .engage -
ment since the revolution began. Ingreat
‘haste Marshal Campos entered Bayamo,
where he i8 now behind the defences of
the fort “ Espana,” unable to move. Of
course this nesvs produced the greatest
excitement here, particularly in mili-
tary circles. This morning three steam-
ers left this port for Mansanila, with
troops, and this afternoon two men-of-
war also left for the same place, The
Government i3 taking all the troops of
this district to Mafizanilia.

Affairs still look black in Bayou, Mar-
tines Campos is atill there and is call-
ing troops from all parts of the island
to his assistance. A gentleman who ar-
rived here this morning from Bayamo
said that when he left there were 10,000
Spanish troops there, and that both eides
were preparing for a_severe battle.

It is stated here that the Cuban leader,
Vietoriano Garson, was killed in the en-
counter of “ Escandell” by a traitor, a
negro, who was hanged by the rebels ag
soon aB thely discovered him.

12 Killed, 50 Injured.

Paris, July 27.—Later details of the
railway accident which occurred near St.
Brieuc yesterday show that the disaster
was much greater than was at first re-
ported. Twelve persons were killed out-
right and 50 others were more or less
seriously injured, some of them fatally.
Eight carriages were smashed into splin-
ters. The train was being drawn by
two engines, the engineers and firemen of
both of which were killed. The cause of
the derailment of the train is. mnot yet
known.
