more serviceable and last a lifetime- 
Those through the business section 
and closely built-up resident district 
will bo 8 inches in diameter, while a i 
smaller size will only be required at 
the extreme ends of the Corporation. 
These latter, however, will be just as 
serviceable in case of fire. A stand 
pipe and reservoir with circulating 
system to keep the water pure will 
be erected, also a ;,ump house. It is 
not known as yoc how many wells 
will be required, but as soon as the 
bylaw is passed a test will be made. 
There will be a hydrant on each 
block for fire purposes and couplers 
throughout the system so that con­
nection can easily be made for those 
persons who desire the service for 
domestic use or for garden or lawn 
purposes. When the system is in­
stalled the best possible protection 
against fire will be provided and an 
almost instant and adequate supply 
of water can be directed on an out­
break. With such a system in force

Jçÿiows what exhorbitant rates he has 
te-pay for fire insurance in town now, 
6r in any place without a water 
works system. It is impossible to 
say just what reduction would be 
made when the proposed system is 
installed but it will certainly be a 
substantial one.

THE PROPOSED WATER WORKS
The Editor of the "Guide-Advocat e”

In last week’s issue of your paper, 
there is published a bylaw to be voted on 
by the ratepayers of Watford on June 30th 
to raise $52,000 to provide for a water 
system including wells, pump-house, 
pumping equipment, stand-pipe, and 
distribution system for Watford. You 
have invited correspondence on this 
matter.

I may say that I have always been in 
favor of a water works system for Watford 
and I have advocated it for several years, 
both from the public platform at nomin­
ation meetings and when I was reeve. I 
had, a couple of times, approximate 
figures showing amount that would likely 
be required to provide a water works 
system for our town and the amount that 
was mentioned to me that it would take 
for this purpose was far below the amount 
mentioned now in the bylaw to be voted 
on. Several ratepayers have spoken to 
me for particulars of how the $52,000 is 
made up, I, for oue ratepayer, would 
like to have particulars of this, too, and 
it is necessary that sames hould be given, 
in order that the electors should be able 
to vote intelligently. Did the present 
council get estimates from different 
sources before submitting the bylaw? We 
certainly need better fire protection and 
if we had it our insurance rates would be 
much less than we pay now, as well as 
being a benefit otherwise and, futher- 
more, if we have water works here it 
would be an inducement tfor manufactur­
ing establishments to locate here. We al­
ready have hydro electric power and with 
water works we wou$ be in a position to 
compete with other places and if we want 
Watford to grow anti prosper we must get 
more manufacturing establishments here 
and give people who wish to start this 
kind of business the same privileges they 
can get in other places. Another thing, 
if we have a proper system of water 
works here, then we will have privileges 
for domestic and other purposes that 
larger places have and it will be another 
inducement for people to reside here 
rather than go elsewhere, as they are 
now doing, and our town, of course, is 
the loser, on this account.

When we receive detailed partic­
ulars of how the $52,000 is made up, I 
may then have something futher to say. 
Although we should have water works, 

j we must not pay more than is necessary 
to have same and it is too bad that we did 
not have same years ago when I, for one, 
advocated it, as it would have cost much 
less than it will now and it is a question 
whether the costs of having same will be 
any less if we wait a little later before wç 
instal the system. All these things are 
to be considered.

Thanking you, Mr. Editor, for the 
space now taken up in your paper and 
hoping to be furnished with particulars
