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Potato Beetles Very Abund- | high.
dom from

ant

It has been years since po-
tato beetles were as abundant
as they are this season. From
present indications a large
proportion of the fields will
require treatment within a
week of the appearance of the
plants if the maxium crop, is
to be grown. On account of
the face that the adults or
hard shells can very seldom
be completely controlled by
the early spray it would be
good business for all potato
growers to make plans for
thorough spraying with poison
ed Bordeaux when the plantsl
are about teninches high.

If the plants are attacked
by adult beetles within two
weeks of their appearance it is
probable that the best treat-
ment would be to dust the
young plants with arsenate of
lime. Spraying with arsenate
of lime two pounds to forty
gallons would be equally ef-
fective. Arsenate of lead or
Paris Green may be used if
arsenate oflime is not available

When the plants are ten in-
ches high or when the larvae
or slugs or soft shells, as they
are often called.appear growers
should spray very thorough-
ly with a poisoned Bordeaux
made up of :—

4 1bs. copper sulphate.
4 1bs. lime.
1 1-2 Ibs. arsenate of lime.

On making the Bordeaux
the lime and the copper sul-
phate should be dissolved
separately in upwards of
twenty gallons of water and
then poured together. In
using arsenate of lime as an
insecticide it is best to add it
to the completed Bordeaux.

In New Brunswick where ar-
senate of lime is not available
in all sections, arsenate of soda
which is sold underthe trade
names of arsenoid and sol ar-
senute may be used in Bordeau
only in the place of arsenate of
lime.

Poisoned Bordeaux made
according tothe above formula
should be applied every two
weeksduring the entire season

after the plants are ten inches

This will insure free-|
both insects and|
fungus diseases, i
Spraying four or five times|
in the manner described will|
give an averageincrese in crop|
of about 100 bushels per acre, |
and the total cost will be in|
the neighbourhood of fifteen
dollars per acre. On this ac-|
count spraying potatoes is like
buying potatoes for fifteen
cents per bushel. ;
Too many wmake the mis-|
take of not applying enough
spray. At least eighty gallons/|
should be applied per acre on’i
each application. Forty gal-|
lons is not enough to control|
either insects or diseases and it
the spraying is done with a
hand pump it is best to go over
the field twice, once each way
on each application. Thor-
ough potato spraying is pro-
bably the most profitable oper-
atien that can be conducted on
the ordinary farm, as the re-
turns will average more than
six times the cost. In other
words the profits from potato
spraying average over 500 per
cent. Years ago there were
no potato beetles and no blight
in the country and there was
no need of spraying potatoes.
Within forty years conditions
have changed, and insect and
fungus diseases introduced.
