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beaver fkins, deer fkins, &c. to a great
amount. Upwards of four thoufand packs
are produced from the whole trade annually,
which confumes a great quantity of Britith
merchandize, of the moft inferior quality,
and which perhaps would hardly find a
market elfewhere.

In the following remarks on the inland
parts, a great fimilarity will be found between
the Indians living on the coaft of Hudfon’s
‘Bay, and thofe inland, termed the Nehe-
thawa Indians: in {fa& they were originally
the fame people, but as numbers have receded
from the fea coaft to partake of a more fruit-
ful clime, they have fuffered fome alteration
in their manners and cuftoms.
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
