THE ORDER OF THE PROCESSION.

whe feast of Corpus Chrlsti, one of the
moet imposing ta the Calendar of the Oatholic
.Churreh, was observed on Sunday with unusual
splerdor and Bolemnity, The weather was,
.oontrary 10 expectatlon, very propitious, and
conduced in no small degree to make the
celobration an imposing one. Owing to the
heavy down-pour of raln om the previous
night, and which rendered the streets some-
what maddy, it was declded to poatpone the
proceesion uatll the alternoon. Consequently
“four o'clock was fixed, and long before that
time Place @ Armes 8quare, especially in front
of the Church of Notre Dame--the startlng

oint—wag crowded with thoss who were to
take part, and epectators from ail paris ot the
city. Along the route of the procession
the streeta were -crowded with spec-
tators. In Place d'Armes Squsre
the scenc was o magoificent one. Tiags
snd banners waved from roof and window,
and irom the topmost towers of Notre Dame,
Stresmers of white and colored bunting
decked with evergreen ornsmented the por-
tals of the great church. Flags and sacred
banners were intermingled witk the white
robes of the children, the sombre black and
tints of the reverend elaters of the varlous
orders, the dark green uniforms of the regi-
mental escort, end the colors of the dreases
of the ordinary epsctators, the whols forming
a gorgeous and solemn gpoctacle. At about
half-past four, amid the peallng ot the chimes,
the muslc of the bands and the cbanting of
the prieats, the march was commenced.

THE PROOESSION.

At three o'clock the bells of Notre Dame
.Chureh gnmmoned the faithfal to agsemrble
and take thelr respsctive positions o the line.
At3.30. Poatifioal Benediction waa held, Hig
Lordship Blshop Lorratn officlating, assisted
by the dlfferent clergy of Bt.Bulpice. After
Benedlotion the bells agaln pealed their
thundering notes and the march wastaken up

The procession, on the whole, presented a
magnificent appearance, and 1t 1s estimated
thst fully 15,000 people were In line. The
members of the different socletiss and oon-
gregations, with thelr zegalia aud banners,
looksed very ploturesque, The Liadies of the
Immwaculate Conception, arrayed in black,
with long whita vells, led' the way, iol-
lowed by the dlfferent 8ocletles of
‘8t. Peter’s Parlelt. Then followed the mem-
bers ot the differant otter Booleties with thelr
countless flags and banners. His Lordship
Bighop Lorrain, of Pontiac, ofiiciated, as-
algted by Rev. Father Bentenne, Parfeh
Priest of Notre Dame, as Deacon, aud the
Rev. ather Heaudet, the Director of Laval
University, as Bnb-Deacon. .Immediately
preceding the oanopy, muunder which waa
.Hls Lordship ourrylng the . Blessed
Sacrament; was a. cross-bearer Wwlth
agelatanta. and acolytes, .followed .by a
Iarge number of the clexgy .arrayed in their

religlous “vestmenta. . The 66th Reglment

tmembers of the Bar, in thalr zobesctf office, and
other prominent oitizens; atong the many
were noticed Judges Jetis,"Baby, Mathien,
‘Bherl! Ohauvean, J.J.Curran, Q.0, M.P,, the
Recorcer and Police Magistrates ; afier which

followed the members ef the-different Irish
gocleties, who turped out in large number?,
the citizana bringing up ‘the rear.

Bolemn benediction of the Blessed Bacra-
ment was held at the beautiful Repository at
corner of Yisitation and Lagauchetiere streets.
The scene at this point was most beautiful,
the street belng one mass of decorations.
After benediction, the proceesion procesded
by way of Bt. Mary street to the Ohurch of
Notre Dame, where a final benediction was
held, and the procession broke up.

. THE ARCHES AND DEGORATIONS,

The decorations en roule were of the most
protuse nature, and probably exceed in mag-
nificence that of any previous year. The firt
arch was at the corner of Oralg end 8t, Urbaln
street and was of neat design; a few yards
farther, on 8t. Urbain street, was another still
prottier, bearing the words: Face Adora-
d%e du Redempleur snd Face Adoree.
The next arch at the corner of Vitre and St.
Urbain streets, toree the following inecrip,
tiona: Ecce Panis on one side, and Angelorum
on the other, and ia the centrs Gloriz in
Excelsis Deo. At the corner of Lagauchetiere
and St. Urbain was one of tha most attrac-
tive arches in the whole line of march, Lt
was magnificently decorated with flags, plc-
tures, &c., and was of quadruple proportions,
bearing In its centre an altar, befors which
two boys swung two censors, and from which
emanated the sweet smell of incenss. Fro-
ceeding on Lsgsuchtlere sireét and coming
to the corper of Bt, Oharles Borromes street,
was the beautiful arch erected by the em-
ployoes of the Montreal Water Works, and.
which was universally admired. It was one
beauntiful maes of eovergreens, banners, flage
and plotures. - ' :

" Atthe corner of St. Lawrence streot was
another arch evected of very pretty design
and surmounted by a beautifal white cross,
the words beneath 1t belng Ecce Panis, Angle-

When a halt tobk placs, those
in the carrlages which inocluded Governor
Qleveland and ataff alightel and a procession
was formed, with President and Cabinet
at the head and the remelnder of tho party
In order as they had ridden down town. The
aldermen, under Presldent Rielly, foll in after
tihe Mayor, who was preceded by the CQity
Marshal, carrying his staft ot oftice and the
bearer of tho flag of the wmayoralty. The
sldermen {ook with them thelr oflicial staves
of offico. After the aldermen marched the
hesds of departmenta under Grand Marshal
L. Bronnan ; then followed twentyj udges and
other cfficers, Gen. Bhaller and staff and a
numter of city cfficlals, making a long pro~
cesslon, which passed the New York entrance
of the bridgo four abreast,preceded by Cappa’s
baud and the Heventh Regiment. Oheers
greeted both the President and Govornor as
thoy entered tho building. At 2.07 o’'clock
{he Presidént reached the New York tower of
the bridge, waere he was grected with the
firing of yuos, shrieking wnlstlies, rloging
bells, &o. ‘

The guests were hero reoeived by the trus-
tees of the bridge and eecorted across. On
arrival at the Brooklyn towera the national
salats was {ired from Fort Greene. The Pres-
1diat was then escortal to the Breoklyn sta-
tion, where the principal ceremoates ‘took
place. Arrlving therse Wm. 0. Klogsley, on
behalf of the truitees, made a formal presen-
tation of the bridge to the Mayors of Brook-
Iyn and New York. He paid a glowing tribute
to Col. Roebling snd others connected with
the construction. .
