WOLSELEY'S MISSION.
REBEL ATTACK ON KHARTOUM REPULSED.

Loxpoy, ‘Aug. 27.—The London mnews-
papers approve of the despatch of General
\Wolseley to Egypt. The official announce-
ment says the preparations which have boon
in progress some weeks for the expedition up
the Nile resemble in a great degree those
adopted in 1870 for the Red River expedition,
which gave Wolseley an experience no other
oflicer possesses.

General Wolseley’s appointment is
due to a stulement of Genernl Stephenson
thut the present plan for a campnign vin the
Nile is impracticable. Wolseley starts on
Sunday. )

lief expedition, on November 7th. He is con-
fident he will be able to accomplish the pro-
gramme without difficulty.

Loxbox, Aug. 28, —Ileet strzet was startled
this afternoon by a ramor that Queen Vie-
toria had suddenly died.  All the machinery
of the London press was prowptly put in meo-
tion to auscertain the facts. Marlborongh
House, Buckingham Palace, the Home Otlice,
and the residence of Siv William Gull were
besieged by reporters sent to gather every
obtainable scrap of information, and tele-
grams were sent flying in every direction. A
few inqguiries, however, showed that the
ramor was only a hoax. Still, the Queen’s
heulth is precarious, and her long-continued
fits of melancholia are regarded by the medi-
cal profession as indicating a condition of her
system which may at any time become sud-
denly worse.

THE BOUNDARY DISPUTE.

TEXT OF THE PRIVY COUNCIL DECISION—
THE BOUNDARY AS DEFINED.

ToroxTo, Aug, 26,—Tho text of the de-
cision of the Privy Council in the Ountario
boundary dispute is published. After recit-
ing the specia! case submitted for adjudica-
tion, the judges of the judicial committee
recommend :—

“That legisletion by the RNominion of
Canada as well as by the Province of Ontario
was necessary to give binding effect as against
the Dominion and .the Province to the wward
of the 3rd of August, 1878, and that as uo
such legislution. hay taken place, the award
is not binding.

¢ 2, That nevertheless, their lordships find
so much cf the boundary lines lnid down by
that award as relate to the territory now in
dispute between the Province of Ontario and
the Province of Manitoba to be substantially
correct and in accordance with the conclusions
which their lordships have drawn from the
evidence laid before them.

“ That upon the evidence their lordships
find the true boundary between the western
part of the Province of Ontario and the south-
castern part of the Lrovince of Manitoba to
be so much of a line drawn to the Lake of
the Woods, through the waters castward of
that and west of Long Lake which divide
British North Americn from the tevvitory of
the United States, and thence through the
Lake of the Woods to the most northwestern
point of that lake as vans northward from the
United States bouwdary and from the most
northiwestern point of the Lake of the Woods
a line drawn dae north until it strikes the
middle line of the conrse of the river dichary-
ing the waters of the lnke ealled Live Seul or
the Lonely Lake, whether above or below its
confluence with the strenm llowing from the
Lalee of the Woeds towards Lake Winnipeg,
and their lordships tind the true boundory
hetween the same two  provinees to the noreh
of Ontario and to the south of Manitoba,
proceeding easbward from the point at which
the below-mentioned line strikes the midiie
line of the course of the river last aforesaid to
he along the widdle line of the course of the
sume river (whether called by the nune of
the ¥anglish River or as to the part below the
contluence by the name of the River Winni-
peg) up to Lie Seul or the Lonely Lalke, und
thenee along the mididle line of Lae Scal or
the Lonely Lake to the head of that luke,
and thence by w straight live to the nearest
point of the middle line of the waters of Lake
St. Joseph, and thenee alony that middic line
until it reiwches the foot or outlet of that take,
amd thence along the middle line of the river
by which the waters of Luhe S Joseph dis-
charge themselves, uutil it reaches a line due
north from w lue draswn dae north from the
confluence of the Rivers Mississippi and Ohio
which forms the boandary castwurd of the
Provinee of Maniloba.

© 3, That without ex pressing an opinion as
to the sufiiciency or otherwise of concurrent
legislation of the provinves of Ontario and
Manitoba, and of the Dominion of Canada (if
such legislation  should take pliee), their
lordships think it desivable and most expedi-
ent that an imperial act of purliunent should
be passed to make this decision binding and
effectual,

Her Majesty having taken the said report
into consideration, wus pleased by and with
her Privy Couneil to approve thercof and to
order as it is hereby ordered that the sume he
punetually observed, obeyed and carried into
exccution,  Whereof the Governor-General cf
the Dominion, the Lientenant-Governor of
the Provinee of Ontario and the Licutenant-
(Governor of the Province of of Manitoba, and
all other persons whom it may concern, are to
take notice and govern themselve succordingly.

THE ROAD 10 THE ALTAR.

London 7ruth says that the following story
appears in a recent munber of the German
serial, ¢ Deutsche RRoman-Bibliothek,” under
the title of *‘ The Road to the Altar.”

A younger son of the Duke of Argyll hav-
ing become engaged to lady , 48 in
duty bound, asked his father’s consent.  The
duke, however, answered ; ‘“Since my cld-
est son, the Marquis of Lorne, married the
daughter of the queen, our sovereign, he has
become the head of our house. You must
obtain his consent. If you get that, you may
rest assured mine will not be refused.” To
the Marquis his brother accordingly hetook
himself; but from him he received the fol-
lowing answer :—*“ As 1 am son-in-law to the
queen, duty and respect require that the mat-
ter should be referved to her for her decision,
I will at once lay the matter before her.”

To the queen goes the marquis immediately
and informs her of his brother’s wishes,  The
monarch, however, replied ;--*¢ Since heaven
deprived me of my noble, ever lamented hus-
band, 1 have made it au inflexible rule to take
no step in the affuirs of my house without
first referring the matter to my brother-in-
law, the Duke of Cobourg, I will writc to
him.”

The queen did as she promised, but from
the duke she received the following answer,
instead of the consent she expeeted : ¢ Your
majesty, my beloved sister, is well aware that
during the last four years important political
changes have taken place in Germany, in con-
sequence of which the centre of gravity has
been shifted from Coburg to Berlin, I there-
fore consider it my duty to submit the matter
to the Emperor William, for him to decide.
I cannot take the responsibility on myself.’
To Berlin, accordingly, goes the dulke, begs
an audience of the emperor and acquaints
him with the object of his visit.

After considering the matter within him-

self a short time, the cmperor said:  What
I have fought for and attained for my coun-
try is well known to the whole world, People,
however, have noides how wmy heurt is tor-
tured by discord and disagreements in the
circle of my family and awong my ministers.
However, I must honorably confess that the
Prince Bismarck is the wisest and most clear-
sighted of my advisers. I give you the com-
mission to refer the matter to him and let
him decide.”
The duke then dirccts his steps to the Wil-
helmstrasse, and scnds in his card to the
mighty minister. Being immediately ad-
mitted, he reads the gueen’s letier, faithfully
reports the words to the emperor, and begs
for a fovorable decision, The chancellor’s
answer wag given without hesitation : ‘¢ Why
should the matter requi.e any dccision of
mine? What have we to do with the Duke
of Argyll or with his son? If the young fel-
low wishes to marry, let bim do so, and be
hanged to him.” :

HANS MAKART'S DELUSION.

A NATIONAL TFAMINE.

Will it Ever Occur?--The YWon-
dertul BLxperience of One
who has Solved the
Bread Problem.

A national famine would cause the greatest

disaster, and there are many who belicve it

will eventually oceur.

all other classes through the chewpening of
grain (and consequently of bready as a result
of the vast quantisy produced,
