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meure), in connection with the alledged smoke nuisance
at the Lévesque bath be received.

6.—Submitted an inventory prepared by Mr. L. Delong-
champs, of the goods in the Small-pox hospital, Moreau
street.

He informed the Committee that a considerable quantity
of the same was so deteriorated as to be unfit for use.

Resolved: That Mr. L. Delongchamps proceed to said
building with two sanitary inspectors and destroy any
goods unfit for use; and that the balance of the goods be
sold to the best advantage.

7.—Submitted a report from the Medical Health Officer
re the fence and the keeping of fowls at the House of Re-
fuge, Mt-Royal Avenue.

Submitteed petition from residents of the municipality
of St. Louis du Mile-End, complaining of said Refuge.

Resolved: That the department cannot dispense with
said Refuge; but that the Medical Health Officer be au-
thorized to see that the cause of complaint be done away
with, so as to give satisfaction to the petitioners; and that
the Parks and Ferries Committee be notified to that effect.

8 —Resolved: That the account for the purchase of a lot
in the Mount Royal Cemetery for the burial of the bodies
of poor and unknown persons (capacity three bodies) made
by the Medical Health Officer, be approved.

9 —Resolved: That in view of the reports of the Sanitary
engineer, now before the meeting, reports be made to Coun-
cil. asking for an appropriation of $1,245 for repairs for
the public baths gpecified in one of the said reports, with
an additional appropriation for $255 for unforeseen ex-
penses, in connection therewith; also a report asking for
an appropriation of $1,009 for repairs to and the purchase
of coal for Levesque bath.

10.—Resolved: That the Sanitary engineer be authorized
to have the cement work required in connection with the
basins of the St. Gabriel and St. Louis baths done by days’
work: and that he consult the Road department in order
to secure proper workmen.

11.—Resolved: That the Sanitary engineer be authorized
to purchase from Mr. Alex. Langlois, the clothing for the
guardians of the five public baths, the amount not to ex-

13 —Resolved: That in view of report of Sanitary en-
gineer, a report be made to Council recommending that a
public sewer Dbe laid in Platt St., from Ontario St., to a
distance of 150 feet northwards.

14.—Resolved: That whereas the Sanitary engineer has
reported that Mr. Joseph Cantin, who has made applica-
tion for permission to erect a stable in Iberville street, has
not conformed to the sanitary by-laws, a report be made to
Council recommending that said application be refused.

15.—Resolved: That the offer of a Brien machine for
promoting the draft of the chimney at Lévesque bath be
not entertained.

16.—Resolved: That the answer of Dr. Hammond of the
Alexandra Hospital re complaint of Moses Liverman be
referred to Dr. J. E. Laberge; and that he be directed to
communicate with authorities of said hospital on the sub-
ject and point out that the employees of the contagious
diseases hospitals are expected to exercise both courtesy
and politeness to the citizens having dealings with said
institutions.
