2. Thec depositary shail invite to that conférence ail the High Con-
tracting Parties as well as the Parties to, the. Conventions, whether
or flot they arc signatories of this Protocol.

Article 25 - Demmciatios

1. In case a High Contracting Party should denounce this Protocol,
the. denunciation shafi only take effect six months after recept
of the instrument of denunciation. If, however, on the expiry of
six mionths, the denouncing Party is engased in the situation
referred to in Article 1, the denunciation shal flot take effect
before the end of tii. armed conflict. Persons who have been
deprived of liberty, or whosc liberty has been restrictied, for
reasons related to the conflict sha nevertheless continue to
benclit front the provisions of this Protocol until their final
release.

2. The. denunciation shall bc notifled in writing to the depositary,
which sha transmt it to ail the Hfigh Contracing Parties.

Article 26 - Notifications

The depositary shaff inform the. High Contracting Parties as
weil as the Parties to the Conventions, whcther or flot they are
signatories of this Protocol, of-
(a) signatures affixed to this Protocol and the deposit of instru-

ments of ratification and accession under Articles 21 and 22;
(b) the date of entry mnto force of this Protocol under Article 23;

and
(c) communications and declarations reccived under Article 24.

Article 27 - Registration

1. After its entry into force, thiis Protocol shail bc transmittcd by the.
depositaiy to the Secretariat of the United Nations for regis-
tration and publication, in accordance with Article 102 of thie
Charter of the. United Nations.
