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As noted in Table 16, a strong majority (72%) think that adjustment to free trade is the 
joint responsibility of employers, workers, unions, business associations, and all levels of 
government. Those that disproportionately hold the contrary view (that it is the sole 
responsibility of the federal government) include Atlantic Canadians (31%), the less 
educated, the least affluent, those who speak "other" languages, and those who are 18-34 
years of age. 
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
