Common Services Categorization
Categorization is based largely on the significance 
of the mission to Canada’s interests abroad, and has 
traditionally been used as a guideline to determine 
the resources required to support missions.

Category i - Large missions that are the most significant 
in terms of Canada’s bilateral and multilateral relations, 
which engage in the delivery of 12 or more federal 
government programs.2

Category 2 - Medium-sized missions that are 
significant in terms of Canada’s bilateral and 
multilateral relations, which engage in the delivery 
of eight to 11 federal government programs.

Category 3 - Small missions with a resident HOM, 
which engage in the delivery of four to seven federal 
government programs.

Category 4 - Micro-missions without a resident HOM, 
which engage in the delivery of one or more federal 
government programs.

Category 5 - Missions headed by an honorary consul, 
which engage in the delivery of one or more federal 
government programs.
