Joe Jones who has lost one leg to cancer, ran
the 5km course with the help of crutches . Iris Keene,
80, finished the 10km course to a standing ovation .
The teenage cancer association, CANTEEN enrolled some

twenty people . Families with strollers, fun-runners

from across Queensland, wheelchair athletes and
hundreds of walkers took part .
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
