MONTREAL RARBOUR COMIMrSSION.
Mr. LEMIEUX:
1. Ras th'e Minister of Marine and Fisheries

received the following resolution pased unan-
imously by the Montreal Corn Exchange on
Tuesday, January 23, 1011:
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Resolved, that, understanding that there is
a movement on foot te induce the government
to replace the present members of the Mont-
reai Harbour Commission. the Montreal Corn
Exchange Association hereby protests in the
strongest possible manner against such action
and records its high appreciation of the work
of the three gentlemen who have dons se much
for the port since their appointment as con-
missioners on January -t 1907.

That, in the opinion of the association, the
removal of the present most capable commis-
sioners under the present circumstances, while
the work of modernizing the harbour is only
partially completed. would be resented by
the community of this city and of Canada
generaily.
