2. The only flight crew accommodation
contract that Air Canada bas is with Britannia
Hotel Limited in London, England, because
of heavy local overnighting in London
compared to other points overseas. Ail other
hotels are booked by letters fromn local Air
Canada management indicating our short-
term accommodation requirements. These re-
quirements vary considerably with changes
in schedule and crew routing plans.

3. The various arrangements described vary
in nature, length and price according to local
circumstances based upon the best price
which can be obtained by the airline in rela-
tion to quality or type of service required.
Because these are highly competitive areas
of business, it is not deemed desirable to
release the details of individual arrangements.
However, as a matter of general information,
Air Canada in 1969 spent approximately $15,-
100,000 on food and refreshment services and
$1,700,000 on crew accommodation.
