Mr. P. M. Mahoney (Parliamentary Secretary to Minis-
ter of Finance): Mr. Speaker, the last spring budget was
brought down in March of 1970; the budget to which the
motion refers must have been that of June, 1969. In both
instances, budget papers were tabled. Other papers,
reports, reviews, etc., were internal memoranda prepared
by officials for the consideration of ministers. It has not
been the practice and is not considered to be in the
public interest to make such confidential communications
public. In the circumstances, I hope the hon. member will
withdraw his motion.
