Supplementary Return to Order of the 10th March, 1870,—Copy of all Reports

Mr. Langevin, from the Select Standing Committee on Railways, Canals and 
Telegraph Lines, presented the Third Report of the said Committee, reporting the-

Bill No. 10 to remove doubts as to the true construction of Section 12 of “ The 

Northern Railway Company Act, 1877. ”
Bill No. 20 respecting"the Northern Railway Company of Canada and 

_ Bill No. 53 to amend the Acts incorporating the Montreal, Portland and Boston 
Railway Company.

With reference to Bill No. 10 to remove doubts as to the true construction of 
Section 12 of “The Northern Railway Company Act, 1877,” the Committee deemino- 
it advisable to give the preference stockholders a Director to be elected by their 
separate vote, have therefore amended the Preamble, to meet this new provision.
