$9,326,987.42, This is probably the larg-
est estate that ‘has ever been entered
for probate in the province and will
rank with the largest ever filed in the
dominion. The evecutors are Willlam
George, 'Albert Edward, George Harold
and Melville Ross Goderham and
Thomas ' George Blackstock, and the
edtate is to be divided between widow,
children of the late. Mr. 'Gooderham,
Georke Gooderham Mitchell a grandson
and W. H. Brouse (son-in-law) and
family.

A 'most important feature of the filing
of the will for probate is the amount
that will/be subject to the succession
tax, . i

Taking the estate as fin round figures
$9,3000,000, the succession duty act will
affect it as follows: & per! cent. of -the
total amount, $465,000, 2 1-2 per ‘cent,
additional on Mrs. Gooderham’s sharey
taken at $700,000, $17,500 and with the
children’s shares, each aggregating
about '$800,000, at 8 per cent. $258,000.
This will give a 'total tax of approxi=-
mately $749,500.

The disposition as authorized by the
will is as follows: To the widow, Mrs.
Gooderham, is left 100,000 cash. She
will ‘have the use of the homestead
‘“Waveney”’ at Bloor and St.George-sts.
with furniture and stables. To her also
is left the income from $600,000 which
