GREAT SLAUGHTER OF HOGS.

the Dags' Herne la loudea.

London, April 24.—Up to 6 o’clock on 
Wednesday night, no fewer than 11,399 
dogs had been received at the Dogs' 
Home at Battersea, from all parts of 
London,"hs the result of the muzzling 
order Issuetk by the County Council on 
Feb. 17 last. Of this number 9460 have 
•been destroyed, and the new cremato­
rium at the home has been kept In 
use all day and a great part of every 
night, in order to deal with the excep­
tionally large number of bodies that 
have had to be destroyed.

It is estimate that about 160 dogs 
have been suffocated in the lethal 
chamber every day,and about an equal 
number have been cremated dally. A 
total number of 638 animals have been 
claimed by their owners and 612 have 
been sold. The total amount realized 
from the sale of the animals Is £266, 
an average per do got 10s. The total 
amount received In fees from the own­
ers of the dogs that hae been claimed 
Is £88. Quite twothlrds of the dogs 
that have been received were fox ter­
riers, and tber have only been 
fw dogs of really good breed, 
dally number of animals that are go­
ing taken In is gradually decreasing.
