—Text of the Note.
London, Aug. 28.—The Cur’s proposition 

for an International conference for the 
purpose of securing real and lasting peace 
among the powers and the termination iof 
the progressive Increase In armaments, ns 
conveyed In a note from Count Muravleff, 
the Russian Foreign Minister, to the for­
eign diplomatists at St. Petersburg, Is like­
ly to produce a sensation throughout Eu­
rope, and, coming from such a quarter, and 
With such evident sincerity, it Is likely to 
have Important effects. There Is doubt that 
with Russia taking the lead In such a step, 
Germany, France and the other nations 
.will be ready to follow.

Text of the Note.
The text of the note Is as follows:

I "The maintenance of general peace and 
the possible reduction of the excessive ar­
maments, which weigh upon all nations, 
present themselves in existing conditions 
to the whole world as an Ideal toward 
which the endeavors of all governments 
should be directed. The humanitarian and 
magnanimous Ideas of His Majesty, the 
Emperor, my august master, have been 
won over to this view In the conviction 
that this lofty aim is in conformity with 
the most essential Interests and legitimate 
views of all the powers and the Imperial 
Government thinks the present moment 
would be vetz favorable te seeking the 
means.

“International discussion Is the most ef­
fectual means of ensuring all people’s bene­
fit—a real, durable peace, above all—putting 
an end to the progressive development of
