Thousands of Dollars Spent in Im-
proving Toronto’s Historic
Play House.

NEW SCALE OF PRICES ADOPTED

Public Benefited By Changes Made
By A. J. Small and E. D. Stair,
Theatrical Managers.

“When the box office of the Grand|
Opera House opens on Wednesday morn-:
ing, nearly $15,000 will have been expend-;
ed In making the necessary alterations andy
improvements,” remarked Mr. A. J.
Small to The World. “When I took over
the house I-engaged the services of a lead-
ing American theatrical architect, Col
Ward of New York, knowfn"thnt his ad-
vice, if followed, would result in placing
the theatre In a class second to none on
the continent, so far as the convenience of
patrons and the facilities for staging first-
class productions were concerned. His
opinion was to the effect that the house
could be made thoroly up-to-date, but that
considerable work was necessary to effect

the desired result. Plans were drawn up,
submitted and accepted, and without loss
of time a staff of carpenters and masons
was set to work to remodel the Interior.
The first great obstacle which presented
itself was the boxes. In order to give
the proper line of vision these had to be
set back. It was a big task and consum-
ed a lot of time, but the improvement has
justified the change. The old floor was
taken up and a new incline constructed,
increasing the seating capacity consider-
ably. All this work, when it was com-
pleted, to the uninitiated did not appear
to justify the outlay, but I was present
daily during the progress of the work and
know of the magnitude of the undertak-
ing. Another big job was the flooring of
the stage. 'This has been completed,
quarter-cut oak being used, and has been
inspected by leading theatrical men, among
them being Mr. ¥Fred C. Whitney, who
pronounced it one of the' best in America.
The stage, as you know, is a very large
one, capable of accommodating the heav-
lest productions on the road, and Mr. John
Ambler, the stage manager, has arranged
the scene room so that the stage can be
kept free from unnecessary propertles.”

“I understand you have made extensive
alterations in the front of the house?”’

‘“Yes, the lobby and foyer have been at-
tended to. The entrance to the lobby
has a new floor of ceramic mosaic tillng,
and in front of the box office there is
also a flooring of the same material. The
approaches from the street to the box
office will be covered with the mew rub-
ber tiling used extensively by the Pullman
Palace Car Company. More than 1000 In-
candescent lamps will be required to light
the house, and to each of these is attached
a globe manufactured by the Holophane
Glass Company of New York, which is
constructed on the Luxfer Prism ?“plan,
and gives a subdued light, with the rays
directed where desired. The contract for
the brass work is In the hands of Messrs.
Keith & Fitzsimons, and the electrical
work is being done by Clockenberg Bros.
The decorations are in keeping with the
balance of the improvements, white -and
gold predominating. This work is being
donk by Messrs. George Booth & Son., A
large amount of money has been expended
for chairs. These are: supplied by the
Andrews Seating Company of Chicago,
and their representative, Mr. B. E. Ship-
ley, has arrived in the clity with two car
loads of the latest designed upholstered
opera chairs—large and comfertable.”

“I have adopted this policy after a care-
ful study of the theatrical business across
the line, where, during the past two years,
the leading houses have reduced prices and
increased the seating accommodation. I
have done away with the old semi-circu-
lar arrangement on the ground floor, and
bave Increased the capacity, placing the
seats that formerly sold for §1 at 73e,
and those that brought 75c at 50c. Indi-
vidual box and loge seats will sell at $1.
This reduction of prices will not Interfere
with the attractions, only the best will
be presented. I am enabled to do this
owing to the fact that Mr. E. D. Stair,
who is my partner in both the Grand and
Toronto, controls more theatres than any
other individual In the business. The re-
sult, you can readily see, is that the pub-
lie, not the theatre, is benefited. I had
