was born in the City of Toronto In 
1834 and came with his father (who 
was from Pennsylvania, U.S.) in 1835 
to Markham. He was the eldest son 
of a family of five children. His 
father and grandfather were tanners, 
which business he followed for many 
years. In 18(18 he was elected Reeve 
of the Township of Markham, which 
position he filled with marked ability 
for five years in succession. In 1873 
he was defeated by William Eakin, but 
was re-elected in 1874 and for tSlé 
four succeeding years. In 1877 he was 
elected warden of the county. He 
was an unsuccessful candidate for the 
local legislature In opposition to the 
late G. W. Badgerow, M.L.A. After
