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TWO TOWNS WANT THE TRENT VALLEY CANAL

Correspondents of The World at Port Hope and Trenton Present Arguments—
Dominion Government Will Be Asked to Do Something.
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Port Hope,
When the Dominion parliament goes |
into session this spring the Hon. A. G.
Blair will be waited upon by one of |
the strongest deputations that ever
went to Ottawa from this riding.
They are going to try and convince him
that Port Hope is the proper and most
natural outlet .of the Trent Valley
Canal, Politics. is an unconsidered
matter in this affait, as anyone who
knows the following gentlemen, who

The present plans are for an outlet
at Trenton, but Port Hope's claims
must be seriously considered before the |
final arrangements are made. }

By the Trenton route, which follows |
the Trent River nearly all the way
from Rice Lake, there would be a great
deal of cutting, mostly thru rock,which
would require blasting and take several
months longer than the Port Hope
route, which is nearly all clay cutting.
The route by Trenton is 58 1-2 miles
from the mouth of the Otonabee, while
the Port Hope route is only 19 1-2
miles. There is a natural valley 1rom |
Port Hope to Rice Lake, which is
only a distance of 10 miles, and there
is only one height of land that would
require much cutting.

Mr. Rogers, the government engin-
eer, made a survey of the two routes,
and estimated that the Port Hope
route would be cheaper by $1,287,:302,
but both the town committee and Mr.
Blair thought that he had not given
justice, and now an independent sur-
veyor is ti go over both the routes

The main objection to the canal
coming this way is that the canal boats
would have the open lake to contend
with, and that by Trenton they would
be able to go right down the Bay of
Quinte. It is a well known fact that
Port Hope has one of the best har-
bors on the north shore. It is 14 feet
deep and has a clay bottom, while
Trenton’s harbor is not ‘ten feet deep,
and has a rock bottom, which makas
dredging deeper impossible.

As the day is at hand when ships
loading at lake ports will sail direct
to the Old Country and Eastern Can~
ada, it seems as tho the open lake and
good harbor would be an advantage
to the canal- Then Oak Orchard is
only forty miles from here, which
would give all the back country a di-
rect coal route and lessen the heavy
freights which the railways have been
charging. If Toronto is going to re-
ceive any benefit from this undertak-
ing it will certainly receive it by this
route, as it is 88 miles shorter from
Peterboro than by Trenton.

As for bridges the G.T.R. have a
big -viaduct here now, and it would
not ‘be necessary to build a railway
bridge, while by the present plans four

would mean an enormous expenditure
in bridges.

There is only one reason from Port
Hope's view why the canal should not
come this way, and that is that by
going by the Trent more constituencies
would be involved and so make a
grand election scheme for the govern-
ment.

Twenty-three years ago the Port
Hope Times, then in its first year as
a daily, advocated this route, and Sir
Charles Tupper, then Minister of Rail~
mays and Canals, delayed the inaug-
uration of the Trent Valley Canal for
a year to look into the arguments pro
and con. The late Col. Williams, M.
P., was not, howeyer, strong enough,
even tho backed by The Times’ un-
answerable arguments now again re-
vived, to overcome the influence of the
then_ seven members of parliament
whose constituencies would be served
by the Trenton route.

TRENTON’S SIDE,

Trenton, March 3.—(Special.)—The
people of Trenton have not changed
their views respecting the great bene-
fits that would be derived from the
completion of the Trent Valley Canal,

not only from a Trenton standpoint,
but also as an important national vn-
dertaking, notwithstanding the fact
that many of the Trenton folk have
growy from infancy into grey haired
citizens since the project was first con-
sidered as being of paramount import=-
ance and was treated seriously. It is
a conceded fact that the two great
problems of the day are thoze of
transportation and power, and the in-
creasing importance of these two
enormous propositions has done much
to keep the Trent Valley Canal a live
question. Trentonians have always
endorsed the view expressed by the
late Sir John "Thompson when he voic-
ed the opinion that the project was one
of great national importance, and
would, when completed, furnish On-
tario with a second frontier.

They likewise attach great import=-
ance to the idea of Sir William Van
Horne when he remarked that it would
serve as a spout to relieve the .on-
gested condition of the “Canadiap
Hopper,” and as the Hon. A. G. Blair,
the present Minister of Railways and
Canals, told a Trent Valley delegation
that waited upon the government over
five years ago, the canal should be
completed 'if for no other reascn than
to make the sections already finished
of some value and usefulness; take for
example, Peterboro, which would prac=
tically ebcome a frontier town if this
end of the canal was_completed ard
an outlet thus provided for the people
of that vicinity. The completion of this
waterway would mean more to Tren-
ton than can easfly be described.

Trenton lies at the mouth of the
River Trent at its confluence with the
Bay of Quinte, and is the head of St.
Lawrence River navigation: therefore,
if the canal was completed this town
would undoubtedly become a very im-
portant shipping point, and having #n-~
other means of transporting the pro-
ducts of the forest, such concerns as
Gilmour & Co., the extensive Jumber
manufacturing firm of this town,would
be enabled to obtain much raw ma-
terial that they are unable to get under
existing conditions.

However, there are many in Trenton
who feel to-day that the time has ar-
rived when the government should
either proceed at once with the work,
or free the lands along the route so
that private enterprise would be en-
abled to undertake the development of
the magnificent water power afforded
at many points,notably between Frank-
ford and Trenton,

Vienna, March 3.—While the inhabitants
of the village of Loosdorf, near here, were
amusing themselves at a dance yesterday,
a strange-looking man with unkempt hair
and long beard walked into their midst and
announced that he was Wingaert, a famons
robber, who had dong terrerized the district.
He was immediately arrested by the police.

Wingaert was sentenced to death for
mrder as far back as 1884, the penalty
being eventually commuted to life-long im-
As he showed signs of insanity
he was removed to an asylum, from which
he escaped after stabbing two warders dan-
gerously. In June, 1901, he was shot in the
side and recaptured while breaking into a
mill, but last September he again escaped,
and thereafter levied blackmail on the ¢oun-
tryside.

CAN'THOLD THEIR TONGUES

e

Criminals Aid Detectlves a Great
Deal by.Desire to
Talk.

UTTER SILENCE IS BAD, TO00.

Interesting Peculiarities Noted ULY
Detectives Davis and
Murray,

“The average criminal with whom
the police deals possesses a mental de-
fect that will cause him to betray him-
self when he comes. in contact with
the officers,” remarked City Detective
Davis, in discussing the case of James
Watson, whom he arrested a few weeks
ago. “Criminals appear to be moved by
an irresistible impulse to talk to a de-
tective, even tho they are warned and
realize that they are tightening  the
noose around their necks. Of course,
vccasionally we meet crooks who are
dumb and will neither volunteer any
statements and are too wary to have a,
clue drawn from them by adroit ques-
tioning. But they are the exceptions.

Gave Himself Away,

“Now take this man Watson. He is
a fairly intelligent man, educated aud
acquainted with the world. 1 arrested
him on the charge of misappropriating
funds from a St. Louis firm for whom
he was purchasing mules. The man
knew me and I also warned him, yet
he did not hesitate to tell me practi-
cally all the details of the case, and
admitted his guilt, tho I told him plain-
ly he had better talk to his lawyer, and
that what he said to me it would be my
duty to use against him. ‘Well, 1
had the firm’s money, buylng stock
and got drunk; then I got to gambling
and lost part of it. Not having the
courage to face my employers, I took
the first train for Canada.’ That was
two years ago. It was this statement |

that caus_e('i Watson to be committed on
the requisition papers. I do not be-

lieve he coula have been taken back
without this very important statement.
This same statement will contribute to
his conviction ir it ig necessary, tho the
man will probably talk as freely with |
the officer who takes him to the Scene
of his crime, knowing at the same time
that the officer will appear and testify
against him on his trial. I never couid
understand this trait in a criminul. I
suppose it must be due to the fact that
the same absence of proper balance
that moves a man to crime causes him
to furnish evidence against himself. !
% Silence Not the Best Policy. !

“In fact, if a criminal refuses to talk
he will by his very refusal and manner
\\:hivh follows arouse an officer’'s suspi-
cion. I had a case VEry recently where
I had but the vaguest suspicion and
could never have secured enough evi-
denec to have arrested the man had he
exerciged discretion, or, in other words,
conducted himself in a perfectly can-!
did manner. Of course, it is quite im-
possible for a dishonest man to appear
wholly honest to an experienced officer, I
but in this case, when the man refused
absolutely to say a word it was positive
proof that he wa sanxious to keep his
movements away trom the police. No
honest man objects to answering ques- |
tions as to who he is, where he comes
from, and where he is going. It is a'
hard game the, crook has.”

; Suwre 10 Give a Clue,

“Yes, this Is a curious phase of a
crook’s composition,” observed Pro-!
vincial Chief of the Criminal Inve$ti-
gation Department John Murray.
have studied the question a good deal
In my experience with the craft. Very
seldom do you find a man who will
keep his own confidence, The smooth-
er a crook is and the more experience
he has had, the more readily he falls
a victim to the questioning of a care-
ful, trained officer. Of course, a de-
tective almost certainly benefits from
the conversation of a suspect., If- he
talk at all he will drop a clue here or
there that is certain, when followed up,
to land him,An old erook will almost in-
variably appear to be perfectly candid
with the officer,but,while he is telling a
straightforward story, to all. appear-
ances, he is also winding around him-
self a net from which he cannot ex-
tricate himself later. Criminals fail
to take into consideration the factor of
cross-examination, and the further
fact that, day after day, no man can
iterate and reiterate a lie and make it
pass for the truth when subjected to
donstant cross-examination. There- |
fore, the more a man talks the better
it is for the officer, especially if he
is trying to mislead the detective.

Natural Desire to Talk,

“I have had more trouble with men
who have comitted their first offence
than with the old heads. A beginner
Is more likely, in my estimation, to
keep his own counsel, and his very in-
nocence provokes a doubt in the minds
of the officers. If a man will even
: affirm direct statements made
to him, if e ig guilty, he is almost
(>ermin't0 gradually forge the links of
a chain that wil finally bind him
