The newspaper Les Nouvelles, which reports the death of the 
German leader, is a newspaper in the French language published 
at The Hague.

The violent interview between von Hindenburg and Emperor 
William occurred on May 16, Les Nouvelles says. It was followed 
by an apoplectic stroke, which ultimately resulted in the field 
marshal’s death.

The newspaper says its information was obtained from “good 
sources in the occupied portion of Belgium.’'

The allegations in support of the 

various writs differ but slightly. In the 
main it is claimed that the applicants 
are men who have been exempted in 
the ordinary operation of the law which 
established exemption tribunals. It is 
argued that, having been regularly and 
legally exempted under the law, they 
are not amenable to be drafted against 
their will for military purposes.

In the last six months there 
have been several rumors of the 
death of Field Marshal, von Hin-- 
denburg, and there have been many 
reports that he has been in poor 
health. A dispatch received in 
London Friday from The Hague 
quoted a Dutçh traveler from Ger­
many as declaring that a report 
that von Hindenburg was ill, and 
that the work at great headquar­
ters had been turned over to Gen. 
von Ludendorff, had spread all over 
Germany. The newspapers were 
not permitted to mention the mat­
ter.

Keeping step with the reports of 
Field Marshal von Hindenburg’s 
health have been statements from 
Germany indicating that the field 
marshal and Emperor William had 
had violent and stormy interviews 
regarding the conduct of the cam­
paign. The Tribune of Geneva re­
ported Hindenburg to be suffering 
from an acute nervous disease. 
The newspaper declared it had been. 
learned from a reliable source that 
his mental capacity was much af­
fected, and that he was confined in 
a private sanatorium. It added 
that the field marshal had taken 
no responsible part in the offensive 
on the western front.

Won Tannenburg Battle.
At the outbreak of the war Field 

Marshal von Hindenburg was a 
general in retirement. He was 
credited with evolving and carry­
ing out the campaign against the 
Russians in East Prussia, which re­
sulted in the serious Russian de­
feat at Tannenburg. for which he 
was promoted to field marshal. He 
continued to command the German 
forces on the Russian front until 
August 30, 1916, when he was ap­
pointed chief of the general staff 
in succession to Gen. von Falken- 
hayn. When he became chief of the 
general staff, Gen. Ludendorff, who 
had acted as his chief of staff on 
the Russian front, came with him 
his right hand man, with the title 
of chief quartermaster-general. 
Von Hindenburg was 70 years old 
last September 28.

The emperor and the field mar­
shal are declared to have had ser­
ious differences of opinion con­
cerning the German offensive to­
wards Paris. The field marshal 
died from congestion of the brain.

Success has crowned further Allied 

smashes Into the German lines be­
tween Ypres and Rheims. For more 
than two weeks the Allies have been 
Jamming Into the German defences 
here and there, and the results now 
are Just as favorable as at the begin­
ning.

For the first time since the attrition 
campaign was undertaken, the French 
have struck with force in the Picardy 
battlefield. Along the Avre River, 
northwest of Montdidier, the French 
advanced their lines more than a mile 
on a front of three miles, and cap­
tured over five hundred prisoners. This 
blow, like the recent ones by the Brit­
ish astride the Somme, has driven the 
enemy back on a sector vital to the 
defence of Amiens, the objective of 
the first German offensive begun on 
March 21.

German Position Endangered.
In capturing Castel and strong for­

tified positions the French have ad­
vanced almost to the western bank cf 
the Avre. Further gains southward to­
ward Mailly-Raineval will endanger 
seriously the German positions west of 
the Avre to below Montdidier. In an 
advance towards Amiens the Germans 
would either follow the Somme or go 
up the valley of the Avre, which joins 
the Somme near Amiens.

Between the Aisne and the Marne 
the Germans apparently still do not 
take seriously the French gains east of 
the forest of Villers-Cotterets, Several 
villages and fortified farms, including 
Corey and Longpont, have been taken 
by the French this week, but the Ger­
mans have made no serious efforts to 
retake the positions, and are slowly 
being forced off the high ground.

Bad weather continues on the Brit­
ish front, especially hindering the 
bombing activities of British airmen. 
The German artillery fire is strong on 
the Lys salient. At Bucquoy, between 
Albert and Arras, the British drove off 
German raiders. Continuation of the 
rain on the British front may hamper 
German plans, as the battle grounds of 
Flanders and Picardy are like to 
turn into seas of mud. Rain has been 
falling off and on on the British front 
for five days.

Berlin now reports that the sixth 
American airplane of the squadron, 
which was flying toward Cebienz, was 
brought down. Thursday it announced 
that five out of six machines, with 
their crews, had fallen Into German 
hands.

Success In Albania.
Franco-Italian success in Albania has 

enabled the Allies to establish a con­
nected battleline over a stretch of two 
hundred miles from Saloniki to the 
Adriatic. The Italians rapidly are 
clearing up the territory taken from 
the Austrians in Western Albania and 
preparing for further attacks. Between 
Berat and Lake Ochrida, the French 
have occupied all the territory between 
the Devoll and Tomorlca Rivers, ex­
cept near the confluence, where the 
Austrians still hold out. Prisoners taken 
by the French in the Tomorlca Valley 
have Increased to four hundred.

Supporting the Allies, the new gov­
ernment set up in Siberia has pro­
claimed Lieut. Gen. Horvath as pro­
visional ruler.

Washington, D. C., July 13.—Reports of the repulse by Allied lega- 
* tions in Berne of an alleged Austrian emissary have been confirmed by 

the Journal of Geneva, says an official dispatch today from Switzerland. 
According to the reports an Austrian from the pacifist party of Profes­
sor Lammasch arrived several days ago at Berne. This emissary pre­
sented himself at several legations of the Allied powers, but in no case 
was he received. Professor Lammasch is the individual who on several 
former occasions is said to have made peace overtures to Americans as 
well as representatives of other Allied countries.

Montreal, July 13. —The upper floor 
In the warehouse of Limburners, Lim­
ited. St. Paul street, collapsed this 
number, estimated at five, being in- 
jured.Limburner, Limited, are munitions 
manufacturers, and the floor which 
collapsed was stored with empty shells.

flooring occurred without the slightest 
warning, the first intimation coming in 
the form of a terrific crash with 
mingled screams, followed by an ava­
lanche of debris, shells and mangled 
bodies..

Firemen and policemen worked fever- 
ishly to get at those buried beneath the 
debris, but it was soon, seen from the 
weight of the wreckage that those en­
tombed would never escape alive.

Kingston, Ont., July 12.—At a largely 
attended gathering of the Orangemen 
of Frontenac at Sydenham today.

Toronto, July 12.—Regulations seek­
ing to prevent babies’ sore eyes have 
been drawn up by the provincial board 
of health and approved by the lieuten­
ant-governor-In-council.

It is provided that every physician 
in attendance at the birth of a child 
shall instill into the eyes of the baby a 
few drops of a one per cent solution 
of nitrate of silver or a 40 per cent 
solution of argyrol. If within two weeks 
after the birth of a child, one or both 
eyes become reddened, inflamed, swol­
len, or show any discharge, every at­
tendant is required to make a report in 
writing to the medical offices of health, 
with the circumstances of the case. 
Upon receiving the report, the medical 
officer of health is required to place 
the child under the care of a qualified 
physician, if this has not been done. 
When the parents are unable to defray 
the cost of such medical attention, the 
medical officer of health is required to 
provide the necessary treatment, the 
cost being charged to the municipality.
