A compromise was at length effect-
ed, by which he reeeived from Cowan his $10,000
in the shape of a bond payable in six, twelve, eigh-
teen, and twenty-four months ; and he retired from
the Association, with a loss of nearly $10,000. By
this settlement Ole Bull was to be responsible for
a portion of the debts of the Association, the bal-
ance to be paid by his associates, His part of the
contract has been fulfilled, but they have failed to
do their part; to which circumstance must be at-
tributed all the suffering of the-colony. It may
be added that Mr. Bull was induced to pay for the
lands purchased more than double their actual
value.

If the above statement is to be credited,it would
seem that Ole Bull, who is far from being a busi-
ness man, has throughout the transaction, been the
dupe of designing men, whose sole aim was to

COMPLETE DEFEAT OF THE RUSSIANS!!/
Officwal Telegraphic Dispatch !

The Consul of France at Bucharest to M. De |
Bourgenay, November 6th.—The Turks crossed |
the Danube on the 2nd and 3rd of November, to |
Ollenitzen to the number of 18,000 men. On the |
4th, Gen, Parlof attacked them with 9,000 men, |
and after a brisk cannonade, a combat with the [
bayonet took place between the two armies.—The |
Turks maintained their position at Ollenitzen and
have fortified there. The combat lasted three
hours. 1In all, the Russians lost several officers
and 136 privates killed, and 6 superior officers, 15
subalterns, and 479 privates wounded. ‘The loss
on the Turkish side is not known. 4,000 Turks
occupy Kalaracke, 2,000 more have established
themselves on an island in front of Guirgiva, and
12,000 in Lesser Wallachia.

Private accounts of this battle state that before
the crossing of the Danube, a body of Cossacks
came to the bank of the river, and made an attack
on the Egyptians, who rushed to their boats, and |
rowed across the river n face of Cossack fire, and !
having punished them well, and chased them some
distance on land, returned in triumph to the camp.

FIRST BATTLE IN ASIA.—THE RUS-
SIANS DEFEATED.

Lebanon is disturbed. Selim Pacha has cross-
ed the Russian frontier in Asia, and a battle has
taken place near Battoum. 5,000 men were en-
gaged, and both armies fell back as night came
on, In the second battle in Asia the Russians
were defeated. Oct. 20th.—Martar Bey, officer
of Selim Pacha’s staff, with a small force, was
suddenly attacked by a body of Russian Cavalry,

According to the latest
accounts from Constantinople, the Sultan has pub
licly rejected all propositious which the Diploma-
tists have snbmitted to him.

It is freely reported that 25,000 French troops
will be sent to Turkey, but orders will not be
given to the Minister of War until the receiptof a
despatch from General De Hilliers, at Constanti-
nople.

The Russian force defeated and beaten back

The Turks have beaten the Russians in Asia,
the Turkish left wing in Enrope has beaten the
Russian right, comprising their principal jorce
while tne Turkish centre has whipped 9,000 Rus-
sians at Turtuka, and is now pressing in upon
Bucharest.

A private account of this battle, says Fienna.
Another engagement has ensued, in which 14 su-
perior Russian officers fell. The Turks remained
masters of the field ; and the Russians were re-
treating to Bucharest. Previous to the battle the
‘Turks had construated albuilding and tete de pont
at Kalafat, which served @s a basis of their opera-
tions. It appears that Omar Pacha c ossed at
three points with 13,000 men, 12,000 at Oltenilza ;
4000 at Kalavache ; and 2000 at Guirgovi. Skir-
mishes continually occurred at the outposts.

T'he policy of the Russians is supposed to be to
draw the T'nrks from their present advuntageous
positions, and with the aid of reinforcements, now
on the way, to bring them to a battle that shall
decide the campaign. The intention of Omnar
Pacha is to keep his promise. to drive the Russians
from the Principalities, and to make his hcad
quarters at Bucharest.

Five Russian officers had arrived at Constan-
tinople prisoners of war.  Admirals Dundas and
Hamelin are'at Constantinople, and the fleets are
anchored in the Bosphorus. There is a rumour
that Bucharest has been stormed, which is perhaps
premature.

submitted to him. It is freely repeated that 26,000
French troops wil be sent to Turkey, but orders
are not given to the Minister of War until receipt
of despatches from General De Hillers at Constan-
tinople.
