THE WAR NEWS
Interest grows in the daily develop­

The Italians report the capture of an­
other mountain peak from the Austrians 
on the Trentino front, while the latter 
have no successes to record at any point 

‘ South or east.
The British and French continue to 

advance slowly in .the west. Combles is 
now in British hands, and a number 
of villages have been taken in the last 
twenty-four hours, and the losses have 
been relatively small. The Germans are 
getting decidedly the worst of it on the 
western front. The Allied air-fleets are 
also superior in operation to those of the 
Germans. Zeppelin raids on England 
continue, but with so little result that 
otie wonders why the Germans are so 
foolish as to pursue this particular 
branch of the policy of “frightfulness.” 
The British are long-suffering, or they 
would long since have made German 
cities realize what a resolute enemy can 
do in the matter of reprisals.
