SHOW INCREASE

Vancouyer, B. C.,, Aug. 8—Increase
in the value of the British Columbia
fisheries is shown in the returns for
1923 issued by the Dominion Bureau
of Statistice. The value of all fish
marketed last year, fresh and canned,
was $20,808,726, a gain of 10 per cent.
over the 1922 value and 49 per cent.
higher than 1921.

The principal increase was in halibut,
which was valued at $6,271,998. The
salmon pack reached a value of $9,233,-

148 and the total salmon catch, fresh
and canned, was worth $11,936,668, ac-
cording to the report.

The number of whales caught in 1923
was 445, compared with 187 in 1922.
The value increased from $158,814 to
$882,781. -In 1928, 706,514 gallons of
whale oil were obtained.

Capital invested in the fishing indus-
try in 1928 totaled $5,754,272. One
hundred and twenty-eight plants were
in operation, comprising 60 salinon
canneries, 55 fish curing establish-
ments, four clam canneries and eight
whale oil and fish oil factories. Men
employed in the industry numbered
8,669.
