ANXIOUS ABOUT
ACTION OF DAIL.

Dublin, Dec. 20—The confidence with’
which the supporters of the Irish peace
treaty have heretofore awaited action by ;
the Dail Eireann has given way to un-|
certainty as the result of the develop- |
ments at yesterday’s open session. All:
the morhing newspapers show material
apprehension over the outcome.

An index to the sentiment of the rank'
and file of the Dail members is expected
to be revealed through the speeches of
the minor deputies in the debate today.
A large number of these members have
given no intimation as to how they will,
vote.

“Will the treaty be rejected?” asks
the Irish Independent ina seven column
headline this morning. The newspaper
declares that, according to information'
in well informed Dublin circles, there is
grave danger that the result of the de-
bate may not be ratification. It adds:—
“It is said that a few members who are
not satisfied with the terms of the treaty
and at the same time consider they can-
not in honor repudiate the plenipotentiar-
ies, will probably abstain from voting.” |

Commenting on the speeches yester-
day in justification of signing the agree-
ment, the Freeman’s Journal says:—
“That they should be called upon to de-
fend and even struggle tq have their
work free from destruction at the hands
of persons calling themselves representa-
tives of the Irish people is one of the
most amazing tragedies in a tragic his-
tory.”

The Irish Times, solemnly warning
the Dail of its responsibility and urging
ratification, declares: “If the Dail rejects
the agreement, the last word will not
have been szid, for the nation will insist
upon the controlling voice in the settle-
The paper adds
that if the middle course which oppon-
ents of the treaty are now hinting at is
taken—to ask the Dail to modify the
treaty, leaving Ireland half within and
half without the British Empire — it
“would be an utterly undemocratic
course, for, unlike rejection, it would
{ake final decision out of the hands of |
the Irish people. Moreovér, it would be |
supported onlv hv men who wished to,
wreck the agreement.” |

ing that allowance must be made for the
Irich temperament. All the writers
dwell upon a sensation created by a
statement of Robert C. Barton, one of
the Irish signatories of thetreaty, that
Lloyd George had threatened war if the
agreement was not signed.

No reliable forecast as to how long the
session is likely to last is given in any
quarter, but none of the newspaper men
expect a decision before Wednesday and
many think that Saturday is the earliest
day on which a vote is probable.

Editorial comment in the morning
newspapers sharply scores De Valera for
opposing what is contended he must
know is the wish of the large majority
of the Irish people. His attitude in ad-
vocating “a policy which would lead
back to war” is regarded as casting ser-
jous reflection on his qualifications for
leadership. The editorial writers gener-,
ally, however, profess confidence that the
treaty will be ratified.

The Daily Telegraph refused to be-|
lieve that “The Dail is faolish enough to |
reject the solid boon of dominion status
in favor of the fantastic and impossible
ideal of a republic.” |

The Westminster Gazette thinks that
the “longer the debate lasts, the more |
certain and decisive will be the driftf
back from words to realities” and re- |
fuses even to doubt acceptance of the;
{reaty. It declares: “What we are wit-
nessing is not a struggle upon which
hangs the issue of peace or war, but the |
