COUNGI HEARS
PROPERTY OWNERS
OF UNON STREE

Protest Registered Against Special
Taxation' for Street Paving
While Paying Regular Taxes as
Well '

At a meeting of the common council
held in city hall this morning Fred R.
Taylor, K. C., submitted an affidavit
as to his reason for not filing a state-
ment with the chairman of the board of
assessors. He explained that his domi-
cile was in Rothesay and that he was
assessed for' his personal property there.
He said he objected to being assessed
in Rothesay and St. John on the same
property. :

Dr. J. B. M. Baxter, city solicitor, was
present and explained many points re-
garding the filing of statements and as-
sessments. He pointed out that the
‘commissioners should first consider

whether or not the affidavit was suffi-
cient excuse for Mr. Taylor not filing a
statement.

After some discussion between the
commissioners and their solicitor, Com-
missioner McLellan moved that the af-
fidavit be accepted. This was seconded
by Commissioner Bullock and unani-
ymously carried. The question whether
or not there would be an abatement
was set aside until a further meeting
this afternoon when the chairman of the
board of assessors will be in attendance.

A delegation of Union street property
owners was then heard. J. A, Likely
told of an agreement made: between
them and a city official four years ago
about paving Union street from Char-
lotte to Waterloo streets. He said that
they were given to understand that leg-
islation would be secured which would
give authority to the city to compel all
property owners to pay half of the cost
of paving. This, however, had not been
done and they were being taxed- for the
.work while other property owners in
the principal streets of the city were
getting as good a pavement and not pay-
ing a cent extra tax for it. This, he
cpntended, was not fair and they de-
sired to be relieved from further assess-
ment at least, and if possible to be re-
imtbursed for the amount already paid
out.

P. M. O’Neill ‘told why the T
owners had agreed to pay haltl')rg?et}tx{:
cost. He said that they were given to
understand that legislation would : be
se?ured to force property owners to con-
tribute anyway, and that if they refused
to do so, repairs to the section would
have to be put off for another year. This,
he said, would have meant the diversion
of traffic around by way of King square
as their section of the street was in very
bad condition. In order to avoid that,
they decided to pay half of the cost and
thu.s. protect their interests.

Richard H. Dockrill, Henry Dolan, T.
M. Burns, who was present in the inter-
.ests of His Lordship Bishop LeBlarc,
.an'd qthexs nlsp protested against the
injustice of the special taxation,

The commissioners dwelt for some
length on the subject, after which the
delegation got the assurance that their
arguments would be given fair and care-
ful consideration,

Commissioner McLellan then asked for
authprity to call for tenders for re-
flooring No. 7 fire station in West St.
John and No. 1 station on the east side.
On his motion, seconded ‘by Commis-
sioner Bullock, the permission was
granted. The floors are to be of con-
\_crete five inches deep with tile drain-
ings.

ONE CONPEASATN
FOR COOL WEATHER

While Babies Die by Hundreds in
Other Places, St. John Has Not
Had Single Death From Infan-
tile Summer Diseases This Year

More than one hundred Montreal
babies, ranging in age from a few days
to five years, died last week from the
heat wave. One of these little ones, the
child of former St. John people, was
brought home to St. John and buried
yesterday. The week before last in
Montreal the infantile death toll was
ninety-eight.

Those who have been complaining of
the exceptionally cool weather -and
damp days in this city and throughout
the province, will, perhaps, now realize
what a blessing in disguise the unseas-
onable spell may have been. While St.
John was shivering in mackintoshes,
Montreal and other upper Canadian cities
were absolutely wilting. |

Further proof of the healthfulness of
St. John for little ones is proven by
this summer’s Board of Health records.
Up to date there is not one entry of
death from cholera infantum or sum-
mer ailments, The record is entirely
clear of such troubles, and while it is
perhaps a bit early yet to make any
optimistic guesses as to what August
may bring about, the chances are it witi

troubles due to summer conditions.

While St. John seems especially im-
mune from jinfantile mortality this
summer, the same unfortunately cannot
be claimed for the province as a whole.
In the inland sections where the fog and
briny breezes of the much berated. old
Bay of Fundy do not penetrate, the
heat has been terrific in spells. Many
mothers visiting in these places with
their babies have hastened back to the’
city before their little ones became af-
fected.
