In thousands of cases, the league
has found, the earnings of the head of
the house are insufficient to care for
the family. The girls are forced to
work through the summer if they wish
to continue their studies in the fall.

THE VOCATIONAL SCHOOL

To the Editor of The Times-Star:
Sir—Will you permit me to offer

some observations on the subject of

the Saint John Vocational School?

First, let me express the hope that
Mayor White and the City Commis-
sioners will be sure that they are very
fully informed concerning this school
and what it stands for before the
make any effort to prevent its full
cquipment. This school was erected to
meet the need of the ninety per cent.
or thereabouts of the children who do
not complete the classical high school
course because it does not serve their
need; and also to provide evening
classes for the benefit of those who
have left school but -desire further
training.

To put the case in the clearest way:
By what right are thousands upon
thousands of parents to be denied an
oppertunity to give their children the
kind of high school education they de-
sire to give them, while a classical high
school is maintained at great cost for
the very small percentage of the total
school enrollment whe complete that
courre? Why provide only a classical
course when a course, part classical and
part vocational beyond the eighth grade
is what the great majority of the
children require? Why go on discrimi-
nating against thHose boys and girls
who must go out into industry instead
of going on to the university? Surely
we have passed that stage in Saint
Jchn. :

Let us not ignore some other vital
considerations. If the Vocational School
had not been provided, the city would
have been compelled to erect another
classical high school. The Government
relieves the city of twenty-five per cent.

of the cost of the Vocational School,
fifty per cent. of the cost of equipment,
and sixty per cent. of the salaries. It

would not do that in the case of a
new classical high school. Since the
city must have more high school ac-
commodation, it did the wise thing to
accept Government aid, and at the
same time provide the kind of educa-
tion beyond the eighth grade that nine-
tenths of the children require. There
need be no misgivings in relation to
the complete equipment of this' school.
When so equipped and in full running
order, and when parents realize what it
will do for their children, it will be
filled to capacity; and before three
years have passed, the people will won-
der why anyone could have objected to
such a school.

Does any citizen argue that because
many of our children may have to go
abroad to earn a living, they should
he denied the education which will
best fit them for gainful employment—
that they should be sent forth ignerant
and jll-qualified to earn a living? Let
those who entertain this view stand up
and be counted.

I wonder how many of those who
are saying things against the Voca-
tional School have visited it, conferred
with the principal or members of the
vocational board, learned how much of
the course is a continuation of the clas-
sical and how much vocational; and
fully informed themselves concerning
the relative importance of this school
and the classical high schools to the
majority of our boys and girls.

The Board of Trade, manufacturers,
merchants, Trades and Labor Council
and other organizations are on record
in support of vocational training. Why
turn the clock back? More children
need what they can get after the eighth
grade in the Douglas Avenue Institu-
tion than in that on Union Street, The
remark that the former is large enough
for a city like Montreal will be dis-
