Permit me to draw your . attention to

itish Admiralty charts now in use,
trust that we may have your valued
asgistance in corrécling the erroneous
impressions regarding our harbor now so
prevalent, and shall be pleased to for-
ward you a correct chart und report ypon
the hlrbar providéd you may not have
received one'and may wish for one.

The facts of the case are in - outline as
follows:— The admiralty chart of the
harbor of St.John, which is now in use
is compiled from surveys made as far
back as 1844. In the intervening 45 years
many things have happened to affect the
applicability of these surveys to the har-
bor as it exists to-day, and the surveys
made by Dominion engineers in 1874 and
1884 reveal very important modifications.
Some of the chief differences are ex-
plained by the St. John EveNike GAzerTE
in the course of an editerial ‘entitled
“Rectifying an Injostice to St. John,” and
it appears that whereas the Admiralty
chart gives'a course of only 15 feet in
depth at dead low water spring tides,
there is, as & matter of fact, a course into
8t. John harbor over the bar in which
the least.depth of water is 21 feet. But
more than this. . In the direct course in-
19 the harbor laid dowa by Mr. Henry
F. Perley, C. E.,,in his 1887 survey, the
depth of water at mean low tide is at least
243, there being a depth of 21 feet only
under very exceptional circumstances,
though it is noteworthy thatthe lesser
depth is that given as the depth at mean
low water at the entrance of harbors in
the United States. The real capacity of
BSt. John barbor may therefore bestated
thus on the auntbority of Mr. Perley:—
“Aleast depth of 24} feet at mean low
water and of 45 feet at mean high water.”
This, it is represented, is a much better
showing than Boston harbor can make,
and infinitely better than New York;
while with the channel as it is now them
are bus four hours out of twelve in an ebb
and flood tide,when thel argest steamship
afloat could not enter theharbor of St,
John. Moreover Mr. Perley’s course, in
which this increased depth of water is to
be found, is declared to be straighter and
better course than that laid down by the
Admiralty, and if buoyed, as it should
be, would allow of the entrance of alarge
freight steamer into this harbor at all
times of tide.

When we recall the laudable efforts
which the Board of Trade and people of
8t. John are making to extend the im-
portance of their harbor as an ocean ter-
minus, the importance of these correct-
ions to them and to Canadians generally
will at once be realised. Messrs.  Anider-
son & Co. have already, it is stated,
brought the inadequacy of the p
Admiralty chart to the attention of the
avthorities in Whitehall. - The Domin-
jon Government is also being requested
by the 8t. John Board of Trade to. send
to the Admirally & chart embodying the
result of the surveys of 1876 and 1887,
and it is reasonable to expect that the
British naval autherities will order a
new survey of the harbor to be taken at
once.

The value of the property consists in
an extensive deposit of peat moss, in
places 30 feet. in depth and practically
inexhaustable, Peat Moss, imported
from Germany, is used extensively in
theUnited States,particularly in the ci itles,
and on fancy horse and cattle farms for
bedding, and is admi.ted to be the best
article for that purpose yet discovered.
When dry, it is a disinfectant and a great
absorbent of water, 80 much so, that
those who speak from experience and
are competent to give an opinion, say for
the purpose of bedding horses or cattle,
itis cheaper and much better than straw.
It is also very valuable as a mannre, and
has been highly recommended, by lead-
ing agriculturalists in and around New
York; for mixinz with barnyard manure
or excrement to be unsed for fertilizing
purposes.

The work of developing the property
was commenced in July last year, and in
September, about two months later, a
company with a capital of $200,000 was
formed, to earry on the work on an ex-
tensive scale. Several gentlemen be-
sides those already mentioned are inter-
ested, among them being Mr. W F Todd,
of 8t. Stepken, who is known as an enter-
prizing, manufacturer of lumber, and as
a gentleman who takes a deep interest
in stock raising, being owner of several
of the hest horses in the New England
States and New Brunswick.

In December last the active control, or
management for the company, passed
into the hands of Mr. T. C. Wallace, who
has since then been actively engaged in
experimenting, and taxing his inventive
faculties to their utmost tension to se-
cure machines suitable for the purpose of
pressing the water from the moss, and
preparing it foruse. The task to which
he set himself was a heavy one. No
wmachinery suifable for the task was ever
made in America and the work ef invent-
ing 4nd testing had to go on together.

The result that designsof machinery,
which were found by actual tests to be
suitable, were prevared by Mr. George
H. Waring with the assistance and under
the direction of Mr. Wallace.

At the annual meeting of the company
held in September of this year Mr. War-
ing was instructed to proceed with the
construction of the machinery, and since
then the work has been going on at his
foundry at Indiantown. Such good pro-
gress has been made that the largest ma-
chine which is about 17 feet high and
weighs over ten tons is so nearly com-
pleted that it will be taken tothe works at
Musquash this week and set upready for
work. It is called the “flushing machine.”
Another machine called the “wringer” is
also nearly completed; it will weigh about
seven tons. Both machines include so
many new and original features and ap-
pear 80 admirably adapted for the work
they are intended to porform that great
credit is -reflected on the inventive skill
of Mr. Wallace and Mr. Waring.

Thke “flushing machine” or the
machine to be used in pressing the wat-
er from the moss is, in appearance, a
cumberons combination of cogs, cylinder
cranks and levers, placed about as close-
ly iogether as they could possibly be ar-

ranged, in a heavy timber frame work,
about 8 by 9 feet square and 15 or 16
feet high. It is in reality a most admir-
ably arranged machine for doing the
work for which it is intended.

The principal part of the machine ‘is
the bucket eylinder. Itis 8 feet 6
inches in diameter, and five feet long
and looks at first sight something like a
small overshot water-wheel. On its
outside are eight buckets, each being the
length of the cylinder, five feet, and two
feet wide and two feet deep, or large
enongh to hold 20 cubic feet of moss.
When in operation the machine will be
fed with moss carried direct from the

by means of a carrier chain regulat-

ed by a shaft above the cylinder. The
moss will be dumped from the chain in-
to a bucket on the cylinder. The 1lat-
ter revolves at the ratec of about two
revolutions per minute, being turned
one bucket at a time by means ' of &
rachet wheel driven by & cam motion
from the ecrank shaft above. The
buckets are- of cast iron, the
bottomn - - being' ‘deeply  corrugsted.
On emotion of the cylinder brings the
bucket containing the wet moss directly
on the top of the cylinder,
rives there a heavy plunger, with ‘a cast
iron face corrugated to correspond with
the bottom of the bucket, descends upon
the moss and squeezes the water out
through the perforated sides, bottom and
ends-of the bucket. The plunger being
perforated the water can also escape’ up-
wards as weil as through the - bottom,
ends and sides. The plunger is arranged
with a counter-balanced motion of cranks
and levers, so that whether the quantity
of moss in the bucket be large or small,
ii makes no difference, the pressure be-
ing regulated automatically by means of
the levers arfd weights. This arrange-
ment also gives a continued pressure for
several seconds, the weights and levers
holding the planger down while all the
water is squ d out, and before
the crank goes around far enough to lift
the plunger from the bucket. When the
plunger lifts another motion of the cylin-
der places beneath it the next bucket of

The hnts of our camp were constructed
by the natives and water was brought
to the expedition assoon as a halting
place was decided on. We heard no news
of white men on Lake Albert from the
plain people until on the 16th, at a place
called Gaviras. Messengers from the
Kavalli came with a batch of letters from
Jephson and Emin, dated in November.
The letters gave the details of the rebel-
lion fomented by the FEgyptians while
Jephson and Pasha were on the way to
Regaf, in which the two were made pris-
oners, the malcontents having fired on
the people and told stories that Stanley
and Emin were plotting to take them
intc slavery. The soldiers, however, took
no active part and prevented indignities
to the prisoners. - Plans were also made
by the rebels to entrap Stanley on his
return, and strip him of all his valuables.
Things’were in this condition when the
Mahdi suddenly arrived at Lado, snd
sent Dervish™ messengers to Pasha, de-
manding tha instant surrender of the
country. The messengers were impris-
oned by the rebels; with the result that
the Mahdi attacked Regaf, killing five
officers and » number of soldiers, and
taking many women and children pris-
oners, and capturing all the storeg and
ammunition. The' officers and a large
number of soldiers returned to Nuggi,
where they made a stand ; =1l was then
chaos and confusion, and the position of
the prisoners ' exceedingly unpleasant,
The letters further detailed the dangers
to the prisoners and garrison at Nuggi
from the Mahdists, thé gradual revulsion
of feeling among the people in favor of
Stanley and against the Egyptian rebels,
and expressed a fear of the worst if Stan-
ley’s arrival is much longer delayed.

An account is then given of an attempt
of the soldiers to retake Regaf; their
disastrous repulse by the Mahdi in
which a number of the Pasha's worst
enemies were killed aftti the subsequent
refusal of the goldiers to fight unless the
Pasha was liberated, the q re-
lease of Pasha and his departure for
Wadelai and subsequent flight to Tun—
guree.

-Stanley immediately - dewuched
couriers to Jephson who arrived at
Kervallis Feb. 6, without Pasha  wha
was, it seems in one of his wavering
‘moods and Jephson could not tell what he
meant to do. He said Fasha wanted to
go away bnt would not . move.  Stanley
then sent.couriers' to Emin insisting on
something definite otherwise it would
be his -(Stanley’s).duty to destroy the
relief stores and :march for home. - This
was followed Feb. 13, by the safe arrival
of Emin and party at Kawallis.
