Carrie Davies Acquitted Amid |

Torento, March 2. —Amid the cheers
of hundreds of her sympathizers Carrie
Davies was on Saturday acquitted by a
jury in the Criminal Assizes of the
eharge of murdering Charles A. Massey

girl, who had borne up se well during
the different phases of her prosecutien,
was greatly affected by the verdiet and
almost collapsed. Two women sup-
ported her while the foreman of the
jufy anmounced the verdiet of mot
guilty, snd in a few moments she be-
eame more composed and was able to
listen t> the formal discharge of
Chief Justice Sir William Mulock.

The case all through has been one ef
the most remarkable in the annals of
Canadian courts. The trial preper
‘Jasted less than seven hours, amd i
teok the jury orly half an hour
reach their verdict after the girl ha
admitted the shooting. The scene in
sourt was s most unusual onme, the
audience rising in a body and cheer-
ing the verdict of the jury.” The court
constables wete unable to restore order
for seme moments and some of the
more enthusiastic of the crewd were
forcibly ejested from theroom. When
things quieted down the Chief Justice
addressed a few words to the girl. He
said that the jury had teken & view of
the case which was mot in eonformity
with 'striet rules, but he coneurred
with the verdict. He considered that
she had killed her employer in a
moment when she had lost her self-
coutrel and did mot appreciate what
she was doing and - was therefere

|incapable of any guilty intent. She

had commiited the deed from her
'sense of dnty and would- no doubt
regret it all herlife. The young girl
