DECREASE IN
RAILWAY PROFITS

RESULT OF SEVERE
WEATHER LAST MONTH

Working Expenses Nearly Half a
Million Dollars More Than In
December 1905.

Montreal, Jan. 30.—The serious effect
of this winter on the railroads of this
country is well exhibited by the finan-
cial statement of the Canadian Pacific
for December. The gross earnings am-
ounted to $6,000,000, and showed a
handsome increase over the returns for
December of the previous year. So
great was the cost of operation of the
line that there was an actual falling
off in profits of almost $81,000, which
was caused by an increase of almost
half a million in working expenses,
nearly entirely due to snow and frost.

The figures for the month, which is
one of the quietest in the year, are suf-
ficiently imposing. During the month
the gross earning of the road were $5,-
992,098, as compared with $5,619,162 in
1905, an increase of $372,915. The work-
ing expenses during the same period
were $3,726,503, as compared with $3,-
272,599 last year, an increase of $453,-
904. Thus the net profits for last De-
cember were only 32,265,594, a decrease
of $80,988.

Since July the gross earnings of the
Canadian Pacific railway were $37,-
464,474 as compared with $31,381,977 in
the same period of 1805. The net profits
of the road during that period last year
amounted to $14,585,866, as compared
with $12,187,399 in the previous year.

COAL MINE

OVER EIGHTY MEN
PROBABLY PERISHED

Shaft Filled With Gas and the Rescug
Parties Are l;nable to
Descend.

Charleston, W. Va.,. Jan. 30.—It was
learned that yesterday’s explosion in
the Stuart mine, near Thurmond, in
which eighty or more miners are be-
lievéd to have lost their lives, occur-

red during an attempt to connect the

workings of the mine with the parallel
line in which an explosion last Febru-
ary kiiled 22 men. £

Physicians were hurried to the mine,
but €hey can do little until the shaft
has been cleared of gases.

Three men were overcome in the air
shaft last night on the first attempt
at rescue, but they revived when
brought into the air.

There is still hope that some of the
entowbed miners may have escaped
the explosion and still survive.

The fact that part of the work was
being done by contractors and new
merni have recently been secured by the
contractors, adds to the difficulty of
learning how many men were in the
mine at the time of the disaster.

It is now believed that rescuers will
not be able to reach the bottom of the
mine until late in the day.

Premier Says the Russian Govern-
ment Desires to Work Amicably
With Parliament.

St. Petersburg, Jan.
Stolypin to-day issued an important
circular tc the governors-general, gov-
ernors of Russia and the Caucasus em-
phasizing the government's desire to
co-operate amicably with parliament.

The premier points out that the rep-
resentatives of the crown have been
forbidden to take part in politics, and
urges the local authorities to assume
full freedom in the elections. However,
they must always interpose against the
revolutionary propaganda.

Continuing, the premier asgures the
country that the Imperial parliament,
which is the main factor in the regen-
eration of law and order in the state,
will find on the part of the government
sincere collaboration in its fruitful con-
ciliatory work.

A FARMER’'S SENSIBLE VIEWS.

To the Editor:—Before casting their
votes on 2nd inst.,, there are two or
three serious matters that farmers
should pender well before again as-
sisting -to return Conservatives.

First.—The beef trust. The Alberta
government wrote asking Mr. McBride
to assist them in protecting the farm-
ers’ interests in this matter, but he
coolly declined to do so. When you
consider the difference .in the price paid
the farmer, some four cents a pound
on foot, and that gharged the con-
sumer, from eight to twenty-five cents
a pound, there is good cause for any
government to take prompt aection, for
it means this, if a farmer sells a fat
steer which has taken him some three
or four years to grow at the wholsale
price the butchers have all agreed to
give, and repurclvases a hind quarter
at their retail prices, ke will probably
have to pay the butcher a balance to
square the account.

Second.—Our taxes have been doubled,
even the chickens being asessed, and
in addition a new school tax added,
whilst they let the C. P. R. escape some
$750,000 taxes by simply not collecting
them.

Third.—The wasteful manner in which
they carry on the road work, not com-
mencing until late in the season, in-
stead of May 1st, as used to be the
rule. This allows the farmer road
bosses to get all their seeding and
