A cross libel suit has been filed in the
Federal court, Seattle, by the_steamship
Tremont and -the Boston Steamship Com-
pany against the steamship Ramona and
the Pacific Coast Company. The Tre-
mont’s owners want $35,000 for repairs
on the vessel, $7,000 for additional costs
that have been incurred by reason of the
collision. They~also allege that the boat
will be laid up for at least fifteen days,
and that it is worth $1,500 a day to its
owners. The complaint alleges that
when the Tremont was struck. by the
Ramona the*big ship was lying motion-
less off Marrowstone Point, and that its
course was not changed, as alleged by the
Ramona’s officers.

THE TILIKUM.

The following mnewspaper clipping,
taken from a recent issue of the Mon-
treal Herald will be read with interest:

“Ponta Delgada, Azores Islands, Aug.
11.—The British Columbia sailing canoe
Tilikunt, of 214 tons, an ordinary dug-out,
carved out of the trunk of a tree by an
Allaskan Indian in 1843, sailed to-day
for London from here. The Tilikum left
Vietoria in May, 1901, bound for Europe
by way of various islands in the Pacific,
Cape Horn and the Azores. She is own-
ed by J. C. Yoss, who is making the
jourrey with a companion named Harri-
son. The canoe has covered nearly 490,-
000 miles.”

LODGE COMPLAINT.

A Bellingham dispatch says: “Secre-
tary Muoss, of the Y. M. C. A., Belling-
ham, has telegraphed Traffic Manager
Peabody, of the Alaska Steamship Com-
pany, that payment will be withheld on
the cheque for an excursion taken from
‘heére last Thursday, by the steamer Dol-
phin.

“The reason given is that the captain
arbitrarily left passengers on the dock at
Vietoria. Much indignation is expressed
amorg the excursionigsts at the conduct
of the captain.”

TARGET PRACTICE.

Writing from Comox last month a
comespondent of the Naval and Mili-
tary. Record aboard the flagship thus re-
fers to the annual target practice of the
Gnrafton and Bonavenkure: .

“The Gnatton,; Commodore J. H. C.
Goodrich, M.V.0., arrived  .in BayLes
Sound on the th ‘inst., and anchored in
Henry bay, adjacent bto_the sand-pit, on
which s fixed the prizefiring target. A
number of midshipmen were landed on
Denman island, armed with axes, and
soon felled and stripped a dozen tsll
saplings on which ito stretch the 30ft.
by 20ft. canvas targets, which “~were
spread on the sandy beach and painted
red, with a black bull’'s-eye. - Next day
the targets were eredted and a line of
buoys laid down with great exactitude
to serve as a base line, nlong which the
ship steams, so that each gun may have
its regulation time and distance.

“On the T7th the Bonaventure, Capt.
R. G, Fraser, arrived, and two commis-
sioned officers were detailed to assist in
the marking. The weather on both the
prize-firing days proved wvery fine, with
a somewhat powerful sun, The firing
was very . good, and - will be founi o
come well above the average of the navy
for last year. Although the range is
greater this year by a thousand yards,
the shooting from the six-<inch guns was
very pretty, and averaged 3.2 hits per
gun per minute, no less than five men
putting every shot they fired through the
target. There were no misfires, and the
only delays were caused by shooting
away the uprights, and thus bringing
the targets down, though these shots are
not counted as hits. A shot to be a hit
must actually pass through the 20ft. to
30ft. canvas. Some hard luck was also
experienced in one or itwo instances by
the camrying away-of the elevating chain
of the sixdinch gun.

TO BE OIL BURNERS.

At an expense of $9,000, the Alaska
Steamship Company will soon equip the
steamers Dolphin and Rosalie with oil
burners, and liguid fuel will replace coalk
on the two vessels;, says a Seattle dis-
patch. The contraet for the building of
the necessary oil tanks was let on Thurs-
day -iast to the Commercial street boiler
works by Charles . Peabody, vice-presi-
dent and general manager of the com-
pany. .

The Dolphin is now operated on the

Skagway run, while the Rosalie plies
to Victoria.- It is expected that the oil
tanks will be ready in the course of sixty
or ninety days, when the Dolphin will
be withdrawn from the southeastern
Alaska run and the changes made. Itis
thought that the Dolphin will be in com-
mission as an oil burner before January
1st.
#-Tt was decided to convert the Dolphin,
Rosalie and other vessels into oil burn-
ers three months ago. Officers of various
steamship companies™of the city made a
trial trip oo the Northern Commercial
Company’s sidewheel steamer Saidie. Oil
burners had been installed in the vessel
at San Francisco and the trial some
weeks later proved to be a success.

INVESTIGATION CONCLUDED.

The investigation into the Tremont-
Ramona collision was brought to a
close as far as the examination of wit-
nesses was concerned at a late hour
Wednesday afternoon. Inspectors Tur-
ner and Whitney, before whom the case
was brought, will make known their de-
cision some time during the early part of
{his week. The officers of the Tremont
testified that the vessel was at a stand-
still when she was struck by the
Ramona and that she was conforming to
the rules in every way as prescribed by
the national statutes for the weather con-
ditions prevalent at the time.” The offi-
cers of the Ramona claim: that they had
the right of way, and- testified that they
were navigating carefully.

MISHAP TO ROSALIE,

Broke Intermediate Shaft and Was
Towed to Port Townsend by the
Whatcom,

(From Monday’s Daiiy.)

The - Times correspondent at Port
Townsend telegraphing at-1.30 this after-
noon saAys:

The steamer Rosalie is -adrift in the
Straits. She was sighted from the hills
4 short time since, and is mow nean
Whitby Island shore. Steamer What-
com, from Seattle, turned into the bay a
few minutes ago, and then shifted her
helm and started for the St@'its, evident-
ly having sighted the Rosalie. A light
smoke is hanging over the Sound and
Straits. There is no storm.”

A dispatch timed Port Townsend, 2.40,
says: “The Rosalie arrived at 1.30 in
tow of the Whatcom, having been picked
up-a few miles from this port. The aec-
cident happened just outside Point Wil-
son, the intermediate shaft breaking in-
side the stufing box. There was no
panic among the passengers. The Rosa-
lie will' be towed to Seattle this after-
noon by the tug Tacoma.”

E. B. Blackwood, -agent of the Alaska
Steamship Company, this afternoon re-
ceived the following telegram from F.
E. Burns, superintendent of the com-
pany at Seattle:

“Rosalie broke intermediate shaft.
Will probably be laid up one week. Will
not put steamer on to replace her dur-
ing this time. Will keep you advised.”

The Rosalie was outbound from Vie-
toria for the Sound-at the time of the
accident.

NURSERYMEN ARE
_PPOSED TO ACT

SAY THAT IT WORKS
IN INJURIOUS WAY

.

Association Has Been Formed in In-
terests of Trade—Next Meeting -
in Vieteria.

A meeting was held at the Dominion
hotel, Vancouver, on Saturday, when
the British Columbia Association ' of
Nurserymen was formed in the interests
of the trade. M.. D. Robertfon, New
Westminster, was elected president; J.
Henry,. Vancouver, - vice-president, and
A, Ohlso\n, Vietoria, secretary-treasurer:

The amended act of the board of hor-
ticulture eame up for discussion, and the
general opinion expressed was that it is
likely te cause friction between fruit
growers and nurserymen, and result in
injury to a home industry which, if not
hampered, may, in the near future, be-
come of some importance, as it is now
admitted to be-an established fact that
as good nursery stock may be grown in
this province as in any of the states on
the Pacific Coast, and far superior to any
grown in the East. :

It is argued that the bond required by
the new act, although a personal one in
the case of the provincial nurseryman,
puts the business right into the hands
of the American corporitions. It was
further pointed out that a bond for one
of these concerns will admit any number
of agents whoy by overdrawn and highly
eolored plates of supposedly mnew and
improved, but often old and inferior
yarieties of fruits and flowers, ‘dupe the
people of this province as much now as
ever. It was held, too, that the act gives
the inspector too much power in regard
to the: license, which may be withdrawn
in case of only a pant or kind of stock
being infested, and it was thought this
power may be abused, making it risky tq
éngage in the business to any large ex-
tent. : :

* It was also considered too sweeping a
measure to hold the nurserymen respon-
sible for the naming of va¥iefies to 4a
greater extent than to replace the goods
or refund the purchase price of that part
of an order which may prove to be un-

-true, as .some varieties are net sufficient-

ly constant, but vary through eclimatic
and other conditions, and the names of
other varieties differ with the country
and locality in which they are grown. .

It was, therefore, deeided to hold an-
other meeting in Vietoria and suggest
some amendments to the act, and submit
them to the-legislature at the next ses-
sion.

Hon. Mr. Prefontaine was
very much interested in the work. A land-
ing was made and the minister and party
saw: the fish taken from the traps. There
were about fourteen hundred of them it
was estimated. A considerable quantity of
dog fish was mnot lifted.

On the way back to the ecity a visit was
paid to the quarantine station, whére Dr.
Watt and Mrs, Watt entertained the party.

taine and party were the guests of J. A.
Mara. Later in the evening they weant on
board the D. G. 8. Quadra, which left early
the following morniag for Vancouver.

Last evening the opening services were
-held, and Rev, Mr. Shanks, the Australian
evangelist, presided. The choir accommo-
dation was all oecupied, while the congre-
gation numbered in the neighborhood of a
thousand. Beginning with a lively song
service, the choir and audierice were soon
in full swing and enjoying the songs. There
weére a number of the pastors on the plat-
form assisting in the service. The subject
of the address was “The Exceeding Sinful-
ness of Sin,”” Ezek. xviii.,, 20.° Mr. Shanks
drove his message home by practical illus-
tration, and a profound Iimpression was
made on all. After the benediction by Rev.
Mr. Carson, the large united choir sang a
number of seléctions as the people were
leaving the tent.

THE SALMON PACK
" .OF PRESENT SEASON

Results Have Been Poor Compared With
Last Year’s Figures—Run
About Over.

Reports from salmon canners all along
the northern Pacific coast indicate that
the run of fish is about at an end for this
geason. Local canners are still looking
for the cohioes, but as they have not yet
appeared it is expected that the run when
it does come on the Fraser will not ma-
terially affect the size of this year’s pack.

Some - salmon are still being caught in
the Straits, and in the lift made on
Saturday at Otter Pomt 1,500 fish were
taken, including a number of dog fish-and
aother varieties of little commercial value,

The figures of the totals of the pack
at various coast points which appear be-
low may be taken as indicative of the
year’s returns. Comparisons of the
totals with those of last year in the ma-
jority of cases shows to the disadvan-
tage of the present season:

According to the Seattle Post-Intelli-
gencer there is a scheme on foot to form
a new company, with a capitalization of
$2,000,000. It is proposed by the com-
mittee having in charge the reorganiza-
tion of the Pacific Packing & Navigation
Company of Seattle. 4

In the report of the committee it ‘is
said that the plan is advanced of forming
the new corporation with a capital of
$2,000,000, of which $500,000 is to be
preferred stock and $1,500,000 common.
Of the latter amount $1,400 is to be ac-
cepted by the holders of the:company’s
notes and debentures in full settlement of
their claims, on a 40 per cent. basis. The
preferred stock is to be an 8 per cent.
cumulative issue, maturing at the end of
five years and redeemable pro rata at
any time during-that period at the discre-
tion: of the directors by the payment of
10 per cent. per annum, the holders to re-
ceive the benefit of the premium whether
the stock runs to maturity or not. In ad-
dition, the new company is to acquire all
the assets of the Pacific Packing & Navi-
gation Company and the Pacific Ameri-
can Fisheries Company at receiver’s sale,

The directors' of the company are to
consist of five residents of San Fran-
cisco; ‘two of Seattle and two of New
York, all of whom are to represenf the
preferred stockholders. The main offices
of the company will probably be located
in Seattle, but may go to San Francisco.

FORGOT HE WAS MARRIED,

GATES WELL-KNOWN
TO VICTORIA FOLICE

Alleged Procurer Was Run Out of Town
Last May—Said He Was Ad-
vertising Agent.

.

Horace-D. Gates, the man who, with
one Gertie Johunson, is being aeld in
Vancouver on the charge of procuring
Norma Hoyt, of Tacoma, to enter a
house of ill-fame in the Terminal City,
is well known to the police of this city.
He and the Johnson woman came here
some time ago and took a cabin on lower
Chatham street. The police, affer in-
vestigating the case, decided that the
town could get along very well without
them, and they received notice to quit.
They left hurriedly on May 30th. To
Detective Sergeant Palmer Gates said
he was an advertising agent.

According to the Seattle Star Gates.
is well-known in the Seattle underworld.

His first appearance in Seattle was
about four years ago as one of the pub-
lishers of the Court News, a blackmail-
ing sheet printed on paper of a glaring
pink hue. The paper flourished, and
Gates, who_is a young fellow of fine ap-
pearance, lived on the fat of the land
until he turned his batteries against the
late William L., Meredith, who at that
time was chief of police.

Then the publishers ran up against
the real thing. One day when a parti-
cularly scurrilous article attacking the
police was in type, Meredith walked into
the Court News office and literally
wrecked the establishment.

Gates disappeared, and was next heard
from in San Francisco. At this time, in
1901, the secret service detectives were
on ‘the lookout for him, believing that he
had been engaged in working with a gang
that was passing Confederate and State
Bank of New Brunswick bills. Informa-
tion reached the government officials that
he was negotiating for the. bills with a
Chicago firm on July 11th, 1901. Gates
at that time was using a lock box in the
Seattle post office, and was particularly
anxious to get some of the worthless
notes.

The charge on whieh he is held in Van-
couver in-eonjunetion with the Johnson
woman is an especially vile one. Miss
Norma Hoyt was a Tacoma High school
girl whom the pair enticed to Vancouver.

On information supplied them by the
Tacoma police the Vancouver authorities
located Miss Hoyt in a hotel there.
hHorace Gates and Gertie Johpson were
with the girl.

The Tacoma police have obtained in-
formation which leads them to believe
that the Johnson woman and parameour
; have been engaged for nearly two months |
| in their efforts to entice the Hoyt girl
away, only succeeding last week. The
girl is said to have formed an atfach- |
ment for Gates. This the pair soon '
learned, and plans to accomplish her ruin |
were laid.

The two gave out the information that
they were going to Spokane and from
there to a mining camp at Nampa, Idaho.
This information was imparted to sev-(
eral of the friends of both Gates and the |
Johnson woman. Thinking that thiey had |
thrown a cloud cver their movements
that would baffle the police, the trio
quietly lef: town. They went from
Tacoma to Seattle and from there to
Victoria. Their stay in Victoria was
short, and the trio left for Vancouver,
where the young girl is said to have been
turned over to “Frencn” Carlen and $50
paid to the unscrupulous Johnson woman
and her companion.

Cirief of Police -Mahoney is now in
Vancouver. Gates refused to accom-
pany him back to Tacoma, and extradi-
tion proceedings will be commenced.

Woman- Whom He Loved.

Quite recently, at Waterford, a pretty
and fascinating young lady, who was !
very populaiin the town, fell ill and |
died. Her death occasioned general re-]
gret.

cemetery. The last rites were said, and
all returned to their homes, saddened at
the loss of one who had been so dear to

An extraordinary sequel occurred. A
peasant farmer, living in the vicinity of
the cemetery, rose early next morning to
go to his work. Happening to leok over
the wall of the cemetery, he was aston-
ished to see a man on his knees beside
the newly filled-in grave. The peasant
watched and saw him feverishly scrap-

SINGULAR STORY
COMES FROM PARIS

Revéhﬁoni;ts Declare Czarina Gave
Birth to a Danghter, for Whom
a Boy Was Substituted.

New York, Aug. 20.—A Paris dispatch
to the World says:

“Russian revolutionists here declare
positively that the Empress of Russia
really gave birth to a female child, for
whom at her birth a male child was sub-
stituted, a peasant woman’s baby.

“The revolutionists vouch for the truth
of this statement, and, astounding as it
is, it comes from a perfectly reliable
source, 2

“The Nihilists say the, internal condi-
tion of Russia is such—and it may be
more precarious by the reverses in the
Far East—that had the people been dis~
appointed again in their hope of the birthl
of a Czarevitch a revolt would have been
imminent. This danger, magnified by,
the probability of the fall of Port Arthur
at any moment, caused the Czar’s advis-
ers to take these precautions. A peasant,
about to become a mother, was smuggled
in the Alexandria Villa at Peterhoff,
where the Empress awaited the immense-
ly importari event. The Nihilists aver
that the Czarina was blessed with a girl,
the fifth, the day before a boy came to
the peasant. The fact is that the Czar-
ina’s accouchment was concealed unmtil
the baby bey was taken from his moth-
er’s arms, presented to the Czar’s rela=
tives and the court, and placed in the
Imperial cradle.

“Improbable as this story appears, it
must be remembered that the revolutiin-
ists have extraordinary underground
communication all over Europe.”

INSURGENT'S ULTIMATUM.

Will Bombard the Capital of Paraguay
If Town Does Not Surrender,

Buenos Ayres, Aug. 19.—The insur-
gents have seized another steamer,
which hag on board the minister of war
and a small- escort. The minister and
his companions were made prisoners.

The vessei was towing four - lighters
loaded with 190 bullocks for the garri-
son. These were confiscated. At the
conference on board one of the insurgent
steamers after the bombardment of As-
suncion, last Wednesday, between the
minister of Argentine, Brazil, Italy and
France and the insurgent leaders, the
latter said that afier the ministers left
the vessel they would fire two shots, one
at the residence of President Ezcurra
and the others-at the ehurch, coneealing
the battery, in order to demonstrate the
excellency of the artillery,

Phe shots were fired and it is thought
the president's residence and the church
wero hit. Tt has beean reported that the

. insurgent commander “with 2000 land

forces is approaching Assuncion.

One of the insurgent steamers has
sailed for Villa Payes, north of the cap-
ital. Villa Payes is the only point
which can now be communicated with,
Assuncion s completely isolated.

The foreign ministers have offered
their intervention, to which offer the in-
surgent leaders replied that they would
Permit President Ezcurra to continue im
office, but would demand the resigna-
tions of the ministers and other high offi-
cials of the government.

The insurgents’ terms were conveyed
to the government and were promptly
declined. The insurgents then sent am
ultimatum commanding the surrender
of the capital within twenty-four hours,
saying that should this demand be not
granted the bembardment of Assuncion
would ‘be resumed.

SUCCESSFUL OPERATION.

Scalp Torn From a Woman’s Head Has
Been Replaced.

New York, Aug. 20.—Margaret Dough-
erty, of Rochester, N. Y., who was al-
most scalped in an automobile accident
on August 10th, is recovering at a hos-
pital here after undergoing a remarkable
operation, which resulted in the replacing
of her scalp, which was torn from her
head. The cuticle has already begun to
unite, and the girl’s hair shows such
signs of vitality that the success of the
operation is assured.

Miss Dougherty fell in dismounting
from an auntomobile in Central Park.
Her hair caught in the balance wheel,
which had not been shut off, and the
rapidly revolving shaft wound- it up,
tearing off part of the scalp. She was
taken to the hospital unconscious, and a
policeman carried the severed portion of
the sealp. ‘'The doctors quickly prepared
the wound, replaced the severed portien,
which fitted perfectly, and sewed it on.
Upon removal of the bandages it was
found that the cuticle was healing, and
the surgeons are satisfied the woman will
show no effects of her terrible experience
a month hence. .
