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The Chair of Apologetics and Evidences of Christianity, and the 
Chair of Biblical Theology and English Bible, are common to both 
Colleges. The students in Arts and in Theology will therefore 

* attend the same courses of lectures in these subjects. In the case 
of some other Chairs where the subjects are closely related, as in 
Secular History and Historical Theology, the same Professor lectures 
upon these subjects in both Colleges. The adjustment of work in 
this respect will be seen by referring to pages 11 and 19 of the 
Calendar.

During the College session of 1889-90, some of the lectures in 
the Theological College will be delivered by Professors who have 
been appointed in the Arts College. This adjustment of work is of 
a temporary nature. It will b^ continued only until the entire 
teaching stafl of each College shall have been appointed.
