The nominations for Mayor and aldermen
of Chatham took place on Friday last at the
Town Clerk’s office. It was not kumown
uotil some time during that day that the bill
sent to the legielature from the Town Coun-
¢l made an important change in the qualifi-
cation of aldermanic cand:dates,by rcquiring

Electric Light Company, which had a con-
tract for lighting the town.

The clerk, sfter consultation with legal
lights present, ssid there might or might not
be something in Mr. Watt's objections, but
he would not decide as to their merits, but
let the election go on. He announced that
he would hold a poll on Tuesday for the
election of Mayor, Aldermen at large and
an Alderman for Cueen’s Ward.

Polling took place on Tuesday at the
Town Hall. Town clerk Gaynor was
returning officer, Messrs, W. Walsh and
Arch Havilaod polling officers and D. Sadler
and T. Kaio, Clerks.

The proceedings, both outside around the
polling place and inside were harmonious,
the best of feeling prevailing between the
different candidates and workers.

The candidates who were present at the
clese of counting of the ballots sprke briefly
from the balcony of the Town Hall to a very
large assemblage in the streei.

Mayor-elect Ssowball, iu thankiog the
electors,referred to his defeat of last year as
an aldermanic candidate, but was proud
that, this yea-, they had chosen him as
Mayor. He hoped be would be able to
assist in carrying out works for the benefi!
of the town., He thanked those who had
worked and voted for him and also those
who had not, and hoped thst the town’s
business would be well and economically ccn-
ducted,

Mr. Watt said he stord defeated by their
votes, but he had received the independent
vote that could not be bought. Mr. Scow-
ball, with all the inflaences worked in his
favor bad only beaten him 59 votes, Had
he paid taxes for men it might have been
d-fferent; he could have rolled up a m jority
for himself, If the ratepayers could stsnd the
maoageémeut of the new council it was not
his affair. Mr. Snowball might prove a guod
mayor in matters which did not affect him-
self. He (Mr, Watt) had appesled to the
electors on his record. He wonldo’c do a
mean thing to get elected. He would not
