Canada’'s Continued Revenue
Baoyancy-

An Ottawa despatch of last Friday
says that the statement of revenune and
expenditure of the Dominion for the
eight mouths ending February shows a
very satistactory increase of the finances
of the country. The revenne was $41,-
103,486, an increase of $4,536,689
over the same time last year. There
was an expendicure of $29,523,086, an
increase of nearly $500,000 over 1902,
The surplus of revenue over ordinary
expenditure was $11,580,400. Capital
expenditure was 5,459 916, a decresse
of nearly $3,000,000 compared with the
1902. 'The surplus of
reveuue over expenditure of all kinds
amounts to $6,120,484. The details

The Toronvo Globs says :

The Globe, unlike its name-sake in
this provioce, is snpposed to takea
broad view of most matters, but it
hardly does 80 in the foregoing para-
graph. .

The Globe is, of conrse right respect-
ing the “M. L. A.” title, which is one
that har been, for many years, used as
a short-form designation of *“degrees”
conferred on ladies by educational in-
stitutions, on this concinent, at least.
Mount Allison has, we thiak, adopted
it and has qnite a number of M. L. As.
“Mistress of Libecal Arts” is, we think,
the tull title of the “degree.”

The Globe’s ussertion that “the
Assembly is not a Parlisment,” is more
dogmatic than correct. In making it
the Globe seems to have in mind legis-
lative bodies consisting of upper and
lower houses.  Little Vermont, with
about the population of New Brunswick
bas—as u legislature—us biga “parlia-
ment,” including two houses, as Cunads.
80 the fact that wmore advanced states or
provinces huve ouly one house, huving
ceased to retain two—principally be-
cause they have outgrown the imitative
idea of continning to copy the old
notion of “Lords and Commons”—does
not deprive their legislative bodies of
their parliamentary title,

The Chronic Grumblers’ Orzan.

A goud many people in Northumber-
land were, no doubt, surprised when
told by some of the speakers in the
recent election campaign—when the
opposition candidates were anathemiz-
ing the governmeut because the npet
debt of the province was $2,776,264 —
that the bonded indebtedness of St.
John was greuter than that of New
Brunswick. It will be remembered
that the St. John Globe, Sun and other
papers, which were doing the campaigo

work ot the conservatives, ignored the

fact that $2,224,556 of the gross pro-

vincial debt ot $3291,846 had been

incurred through obligations entered

into nearly twenty years augo, and put
it all down o Premier Tweedie’s ex-
travaguoce.  Mr. Tweedie, however,
contented himself with briefly showing
the purposes for which the debt—past
and present—was incurred,very proper-
ly assuming that the people ot the
province woull not be misled by the
campaign bysterics of the Globe and its
imitators.

The chamberlain of St. John made
bis annnal finaucial statement last
week, and the Globe made it the
subject of its leading editorial on Mon-
day. It noticed a constant increase,
saying :—

The Globe would, perhaps,
abuse the mayor and sldermen ot St.
Joha with sthe same disregard for
decency as it did the local government
and its supporters in the assembly f‘in
| the political struggle just closed,” were
1 it not for the fact thut the former are
fellow-citizens of the Globe writers—
men whom they meet on the streets
every day and whose reputation is such
in all the relationships of life that any
attacks upon them by that paper wonld
only bring upon it ridicule and perhaps
have the effect of directing an attention
to the critics .wnich is the last thing
they would care to invite. If the
Globe could point out to the provincial
ov civic authorities uny contemplated
undertakings which are un-
necessary, or any departures from che
plans for carrying them out which
might lessen the expenditure without
impairiog their efficiency in attaining
the ohjects sought to be accomplished,
it would be a useful paper. Its role ot
carping critic and general fault-finder,
however, has brought it down into the
chronic grambler class, which accounts
for its baving ceased to exercise any

public

appreciable influence on public opinion
in the province.

The miuister of railways was asked by
a deputa ion of farmersa few weeks ago
t make the number of men on the pro
posed railway commission board five in-
stoad of three, but Mr. Blair is satisfied,
after thuking the mut er over again, that
three good men will efficiently gusrd
every“interest that is at stake. In the
first place there will be a lawger of good
stacding, and if possible one with know-
ledge of railway legislation and railway
operation. Another appointee will bea
trained railway man, who has had experi-
ence in the actual details of management
aud who understanda traffic arrangements,
freight rates and kindred topics from
having handled such mattersn a railway
employ. The third will bs a business
man w.th some knowledge of transporta-
tion guestions, not necessarily a manufac-
turer or a large producer, but one who
has had t» deul with the transportation
companies aud knows somewhat of the
relatious.
