The Hon. Robert Marshall, Puissant
Grand Master, being . seated ' on the
Grand Bast after organization had
been completed, read the following as
nis annual message to the Iliustrious

Companions:
REPORT.

To the Officers and Illustrious Com-
panions of the Cryptic Rite of Free-
masonry of the Maritime Provinces,
Greaeting:

The number ‘‘thirty-three’> has pe-
culiar significance and importance to
the thoughtful student of our cere-
monials. This ought to be, and is, a
marked period in the history of our
Royal Select and Super-excellent De-
grees of the Cryptic Rite of Free-
masonry in the province of New
Brunswick,, and one may reasonably
be excused in making a brief and
careful retrospect of our history.

In the year 1865 your Grand Master
“passed the circle’” in the Baltimore
Council of Royal and Select Masters,
located in the city of Baltimore, U.
S. A,

On the fourteenth and fifteenth days
of August, in the year 1867, just thirty-
three years ago, the Grand Council of
Royal and Select Masters was organ-
ized in the city of St. John and in
Carleton—now known as St. John
West End—under and by virtue of
authority of three warrants issued by
the Grand Council of Royal and Select
Masters of the State of Maine, U. S.
A., a3 will more fully and at large
appear by reference to the printed
proceedings of those now historic
years. .

In the year A. D. 1871 the Grand
Council of New Brunswick assumed
control of the “Red Cross” degree, with
the cordial approval and endorsement
of the Grand Encamp nent of Knights
Templar of the United States of Am-
erica, as will appear by reference to
the proceedings of ‘that grand organi-
zation at its eighteenth triennial ses-
<ion, held in the city of Baltimore,
Maryland, September, A. D. 1871,.and
recorded on pages 102, 166 and 233 of
ihe proceedings of that year.

The proposition to make the de-
grees of the Crystic Rite of Freema-
sonry a Dprerequisite before advanc-
ing to the Order of the Temple was
then under consideration, but little, if
any, substantial progress has been
made, and my impression is that the
time has gone by for the success of
the advocates of this material change
in our ritual and ceremonial.

In tae year just referred to our
Grand Council assumed the style and
title of The Grand Council of Royal
and Select Masters of the province of
New Brunswick, Dominion of Canada;
and at our last annual convocation
our Grand Council assumed the title
of the Supreme Grand Council of the
Cryptic Rite of the Maritime Prov-
inces, with the unanimous consent of
TNlustrious Companions of Prince Ed-
ward Island, New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia. The following up of this
union movement by other supreme
authorities in these provinces down by
the sea, would give, in my judgment,
greater potentiality to the charitable
works of these branches of our order
in thecse prosperous provinces. For
example, who can measure the good
that would be the outcome of the es-
tablishment of a “Home for Freema-
sons” in some ~entral and convenient
location, either in this province or in
the province of Nova Scotia or Prinqe
Bdward Island. In union there 18
strergth, and one would respectfully
ask this Supreme Grand Council to
appoint a committee with plenary
power to confer with the committee
now in existence for the consgidera-~
tion of a Masonic home under the
control of the grand lodges of Nova
Scotia, Prince Edward Island and
New Brunswick.

If these remarks tend to induce the
leaders of ‘the various .organizations
controlling the higher branches of our
Masonic orders in these provinces to
take a more earnest view of the
scheme, for batter following the sub-
iime teachings inculcated by the life,
death and resurrection of our risen
Saviour, my words will not be in vain.

The historical lecturer tells us that
the most beautiful and sublime system
of maorality that the world ever beheld
must have been instituted by the
King of Kings to gently woo the mind
of man away from idolatrous dogmas,of
vain glory and hypocrisy, envy, malice,
hatred and all uncharitableness, and
clevating him to that higher, holier
sphere of gentleness, kindness, brother-
ly love and charity towards all man-
kind. Moved by His silent monitor
within us te have faith in the one
irue God, belief in the resurrection of
the body, &nd hope in the immortality
of the soul to rest eternal in the Holy
af Holies im that Golden City beyond
the sunset.

Treemasonry, which we all recognize
as a philosophical science, most prop-
erly portraying an upright life, may
well impress upon the mind our duty
to our fellow man, and to our Creator.
What, then, could bsatter demonstrate
true charity than a determined effort
by the united branches of our Masonic
order toward the establishment of a
Masonic Heme for the comfort and

relief of the widow, the orphan and
the distressed brother Mason.

Let us make a long pull, a strong i

tain Charles ¥. Harrison, ever took
a deep interest in the higher branches
of our Masonic order. He offered his
services to Queen and country at the
time of the outbreak in South Africa,
which were at once accepted. He now
fills a hery’s grave in that distant part
of our British Bmpire. In heartfelt
sympathy I recommend that a mem-
orial page be set apart in our printed
nroceedings in sympathetic remem-
brance of our beloved Companion, and
that a copy of the same be forwarded
to his sorrowing widow.

On our arrival at
the city > Yarmouth we were both
gratified in extending a welcome. to
Right Illustrious Theodore A. Coss-
man, Inspector General for\ Nova Sco-
tia, and our Most Worshipful Grand
Master of the Grand ILodge of Free
and Accepted Masons of the said pro-
vince. ; ;

With the able and efficient assistance
of Right Illustrious Companions Wm..
Marshall Black, 33 deg., and Theodore
A. Cossman, 32 deg., on the evening
of the 14th September, a. D. 1899, we
duly organized at the Masonic Temple
in that city “Yarmouth Council of the
Cryptic Rite, No. 12, under author-
ity of the Supreme Grand Council of
the Cryptic Rite of the maritime pro-
vinces, -since which time. our worthy
Grand Recorder, John A. Watson, 32
deg., has had the formal -warrant
beautifully engraved and forwarded,
and with a little: more effort I doubt
rot that the leading Masons of the
city of Yarmouth will prove equal to
the occasion and cause Yarmouth
Council to rank first among its peers
in these provinces down by the sea.

Agreeably to arrangement had by
correspondence, I caused to be issued
a commission dated 29th August, A.
D. 1899, to Illustrious Companion R. J.
McLaughlin, as representative of Ar-
kansas in the rank of Puissant Deputy
Grand Master. ,

On the fifth of March, A. D. 1899, a

commission was issued to Illustrious
Companion Nathan S. Woodward " as
representative to the Grand Council
of Tennessee with rank of P. Deputy
Grand Master.
And on the 23rd day of April, A. D.
1899, we forwarded a commission to J.
A. Britton as representative to the
Grand Council of California with rank
of Puissant Grand Principal Conduc-
tor of Work.

On our joint recommendation the
following Illustrious Companions have
been duly commissioned to represent
their respective Grand Councils, now
the Supreme Grand Council of the
Cryptic Rite of the Maritime Pro-
vinces, viz.:

Campbell, Grand Council of Vermont,
dated 23rd October, A. D. 1899.

Right Illustrious Companion John
A. Waittson, 32 deg., Grand Council
Illinois, dated 23rd October, A. D. 1899.

Van Buskirk Bingay, Grand Council
of Tennessee, dated 2nd April, A. D.
1900.

Right Illustrious Companion the
Hon. Arthur I. Trueman, judge of
probate, 32 deg., Grand = Council of
California, dated 23rd day of April, A.
D. 1899.

On the 24th July, A. D. 1899, we
issued a dispensation to Moncton
Council, No. 8, to instal officers on a
date other than the constitution al-
lows. Anent this council, I may say
that the Companions of the Council in
the city of Moncton are beginning to
exercise the same energy that brought
about the unbounded success of the
“Ivanhoe Preceptory’” under warrant
of the Sov. Great Priory of Knight
Templar of Canada.

From our ritual we learn that ‘‘the
council degrees are indeed very beau-
tiful, and the most impressive and in-
teresting of all the degrees is the
Ancient York Rite, and a knowledge
of them is essentially -necessary (o
fully comprehend and appreciate the
Masonic system in symbolic and
capitular Masonry. Therefore, you
will, I feel assured, permit me most
earnestly to urge every Royal Arch
Miason in the maritime provinces to
petition for the council degrees. We
have over five hundred Royal Arch
Masons in this city and province, and
rno Companion should longer be ignor-
ant of the mysteries of the Royal
Arch, which are so clearly explained
in our councils and which complete
the teachings of the York Rite of
Freemasonry.

In handing over ithe gavel, as I now
do, I beg to say that no effort shall be
spared on my part to bring about the
success of our ‘“Maritime TUnion,”
which I trust is but the forerunner of
other “unions’” "in our Masonic order,
and it shall give me unbounded pleas-
ure to hand over my authority to an
Illustrious Brother hailing < from my
native province of Nova Scotia.

And now, my Illustrious Companions,
may our Supreme Benefactor preside
over our councils and grant us grace
to possess our vessels in sanctification
and honor and to be content and ready
when the hour of “the third watch
shall come” to return over the valley
of the Shadow of Death to our abiding
place eternal in the heavens.

RALPH MARKHAM.

IN CAMP BEFORE JOHANNES-
BURG, July, 2—By 3 p. m. on May
29th we were engaged with the Boers
in force. I had several \conversations
with the men before the conflict be-
gan. During the action my time was
spent in acting as stretcher-bearer.
Darkness brought the struggle to a
close, but not before the Gordons had
suffered heavily in carrying the kopje
in front of them at the point of the
bayonet. Their advance was as fear-
lessly done as a parade at home
would have been. In the early morn-
ing, when the dead were collected,
there were 17 laid out in a ghastly
row. The wounded made the casualty
list run up to 96 in all. Before rolling
up in our blankets for the night I got
the fellows together round the camp
fire and read Psalm 91 by way of
thanksgiving for our wonderful escape
during the day. :

The scene at the hospital ambu-
lances in the morning was heartrend-
ing. Strong men wallowing in their
life’s blood were struggling in un-
consciousness, necessitating straps to
prevent them injuring themselves
more; men suffering silently, some
tied up in all sorts of bandages, while
he attendants were as careful and as
gentle as possible.

We have 2 Bible reading at 8 a. m.
when circumstances permit, and as a
source of blessing to our Christian
fellows its value is inestimable. Every
afternoon we have a meeting of such
a nature that everyone in camp knows
of it and can come.

1f it was not for the paper that we
supply to them the boys could not
write one tenth of the letters that
they do, as very few carry any paper
in their kits.

On June 20th, while in Bloemfontein,
I had the privilege of addressing a
crowded tent. One backslider re-
mained to have his broken communion
restored.

We are net at present able to Lold
our meetings regularly. The men are
on very short rations, and as scon as
they get off duty go foraging for them-
selves, and often it is 12 p. m. before
they settle down. Many of the men
consider flour and water, without salt,
or anything, a luxury, and dozens
make the major part of their meals of
half-roasted corn on the 20b and eaten
on the march.

‘When an opportunity for a meeting
presents itself we take it, for cxample,
a couple of us joined a small group
warming themselves at the camp fire
after supper. “Woudn’'t you like some
singing after the fatigues of the day?”

Russell came to the prison and asked
to see me, as was his official right, ir-
respective of the home office or any-
one. When he was starting to go he
said:

“‘Mrs. Maybrick, I am doing all in
my power for your release. Whatever
happens, remember this—that if there
is one man in England who believes in
your innocence, I am that man.””

“It was only by accident that I heard
of Lord Russell’s death, for I have not
seen a newspaper for a decade. But,
I could not help but feel that in his
death I had lost my best friend. It is

and untiring efforts and friendship for
me, that he should@ be attacked now
that he is dead. I fully appreciate and
am glad of the chance to express my
gratitude to the officials in Washing-
tcn and to my friends throughout Am-
erica, especially the ladies, for what
they arz doing. It is that alone which
has upheld me all these years. I have
many friends in England too and can-
not but believe the time will soon
come whan these long years of cap-
tivity will cease and I shall be re-
stored to my mother and my country.”

Mrs. Maybrick is now 36 years of age.
She has the prison pallor, but her blue
eyes and dark wavy hair are still re-
minders of the attractions which made
her a bride at seventezn. She wears
the light blue check prison costume
with a red star on the shoulder, indi-
cative of it being her first offence and
of her former good character. Below
this is the letter “L.,”” meaning that
she is a life prisoner, and her nrison
number.
