There are two kinds of life’s activ-
fties: First, the =so-called religlous,
Bible reading, praying, attending
church services and doing' church
work; the second, family, social,. busi-
ness and political duties, and the pur-
suit of art, literature and science. Here
are seeminigly opposing interests.
Those of the one class seem to be fos-
tered only at the expense of the other.
How shall we obtain equilibrium of in-
terest? How shall we secure unifica-
tion of life? S

Martha in- this story had not settled
this question. She was a believer in
Christ, but she found, as we often do,
that in practice other interests conflict-
ed with her religious Interests. We of-
ten sympathize with ‘Mary. This was
. the unique opportunity of her life and
the merely temporal interests do not
se2m ,very important beside the priv-
flege of sitting at Jesus’ feet, drinking
in His words of -heavenly cheer, bask-
ing in the sunshine of His presence.
We sympathize with her—and, yet, we
strangely forget that Christ is always
here and it is just as possible today to
commune with that One whom, not
havings seen, we love, and in whom,
though now we see Him not, yet be-
lieving, we rejoice with joy ufispeak-
able and full of glory. On the other
side, we often sympathize with Mar-
tha. She had been assisted by her sis-
ter Mary for a while, but now ghe was
laboring alone to do justice . to her
great visitor. She was rapidly becom-
ing peevish and fretful. The dinner,
had to be served and it had to be
served well. Would it not have been
the kindly thing for Mary to work
with her sister until all preparation
was. concluded—if that time ever came
~—and then with her sister Martha to
git down at Jesus’ feet, that both
might have enjoyed the divine privil-
ege? In other words, how shall life be
unified?

One of the false methods of securing
the needed equilibrium of life is to
banish altogether the worldly inter-
ests, forgetful of the prayer of Christ:
“] pray not that thou shouldest take
them out of the world, but that thou
shouldest keep them from the evil one.”
This was one of the methods of class-
fcal heathenism. Antisthenes, the
founder of the Cynics, imitated a beg-
gar with a staff and script, so as to
avoid all of those desires that fetter,
attempting to be self-sufficient and in-
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are the temple of God.” Not the
church buflding as such, but the per-
son himself is the abode of the Shek-
inah of (God, and all places are holy
places to the Christian, e

THE,SAME MISTAKE

is made in regard to money. The one-
tenth is supposed to purchase immun-
ity for the nine-tenths. But all money
belongs to God, and evidently the
money spent for the purchase of food,
of clothes, of enjoyment, sfould be ex-
pended as conscientiously as the money
spent for church and missionary work.

It is also supposed, though less and
less so today, that the sacredness of
the office renders the person of the
minister especially sacred. Ministers
seem to have a better opportunity of
living a consecrated life. They are do-
ing nothing but religious work and do
not seém to have the same problem
that the parishioners have. A youmg
man asked President Stott of Franklin'
College how long he would have to stay
in the college before he could be called
“Reverend.” Me did not recognize that
the title did not make the man, nor
that all men should pe “reverend.” All,
not the ministers alone, are called to
be kings and priests and all are to be
witnesses of God. The words “Go ye
into all the world,”” was not applied on-
ly to the apostles who did not leave
Jerusalem when the first persecutions
dreve the disciples out, but to all be-
lievers.

Evidently men have falled to distin-
guish between self-seéking and self-
realization, the first Christian, the se-
cond unchristian;" and between self-
seeking and self-realization, the first
unchristian. and the second Christian.
The best life after all is the normal
life, which takes all that God Himself
has pronounced good, and lives in ac-
cordance with that image of God
which lies hidden in the depths of the
soul. Somehow we must attain to the
expansion and expression of all of our
native powers, Godward,' manward,
selfward.

Perhaps, then, we are - making too
much of mere acts, be they Bible read-
ing or praying, or working or playing.
There mere act of sitting at Jesus’ feet
is not_in itself praiseworthy, or the
mere act of working hard in the kitch-
en blameworthy. Even the Joshua
who prays before God hears the not
altogether reassuring words: ‘“Get thee
up; werefore art thou thus fallen on
thy face.”™ Action, not words of pray-
er, were needed. We must go beneath
both kind§ of iife's activities to some
deeper principle. How shall - life be
unified?

God’'s will. Christ said: ‘“Lo, T come, to
do thy will, O God.” In Samaria He
told His disciples that His meat was
to do the will of His Father, seeming-
ly remembering that bitter experience

dependent of everything, marriage, so-
clety, politics, wealth, honor, enjoy-
ment. Such was the false conception
of life presented as an offset to the cul-
ture of the day, both ideals incomplete
and one-sided. The modern heathenism
attempts often the same goal. The
rule of Buddhism is, “Having aband-
oned these things, without adopting
others, let.them, calm and {independ-
ent, not desire existence,” which, in-
stead of being the complete, is the nar-
rowest possible life, not expansion in
the ocean of life, but extinction of life
altogether.

THE CHRISTIAN CHURCH

has always been harassed with the
Bame solution of the problem, though
less today than formerly.

Basil, the Great, a Greek father of
the fourth centfury, thought that the
only way to escape from the world, the
flesh and the devil, was to retire to a
retreat. In a letter to a friend, he said,
however: “Although I have left be-
hind me the diversions of the city as a
cause of innumerable evils, I have not
been able to leave myself.” Cowardice
is a poor substitute for faith.

Today, though we have abandoned
the hermit ideal, we often think' of
these other interests as necessary
evils, or p¥asant diversions from which
heaven will at least free us. We leave
both interests in suppressed conflict in
the life, establishing a perplexing dual-
Ism. There is no solution, but only a
compromise, a truce, until we canﬁy
down our burdens and ask the Lord to
forgive us,

This dualism is expressed chiefly in
four ways. In regard to time, we de-
clare that the Sabbath or Sunday is a
holy day given to the service. of God,
while the six days belong to us. We
hear many complaints of the desecra-,
tion of the Sabbath: Perhaps the chief
reason is that we have too much of the
desecration of Monday. Men have
given up largely the idea that there is
magical virtue in the observance of
the Sabbath and therefore have chosen
to observe it as they pleased. But
perhaps we have not learned yet that
the Sabbath was made for man, not
man for the Sabbath. When the week
from Monday to Saturday is used for
the Lord, there will be no difficulty
with the proper use of Sunday. Our
difficulty is that we have failed to uni-
fy our life,

The same mistake is noticeable in our
treatment of the church building. We

" frequently speak of coming into the
presence of God as we enter the church
or begin a service. The man who has
not been in the presence of God until
he enters the building is not apt to en-
ter into God’s presence by going .into
a building dedicated to the service of
God. We are much acoustomed to ap-
ply all of the referenees of the ancient
temple to the modern church building.
Yet Christ declared that neither in
Gerizim nor Jerusalem should ' men
worship the Father. Wherever a gan

. prays there is his temple. The grass
may be his changel, the trees the col-
umns, the sky his dome, but there is
his cathedral if he prays in the spirit
fand in truth., Paul declares that “Ye

bread alone, but by every word that
proceedeth out of the mouth of God.”
If it is a choice between bread and
God's will, thgn God's will should be
supreme; but the same Christ found
that it was a part of God’s will to work
at the carpenter’s bench to earn a live-
lthood for himself and ‘his family. Or,
stating his principle in a different way,
we are to seek first the kingdom of
God and His righteousness, which not
simply the rule of God in the indivi
dual heart, but the expression of that
will in all of the relations of life, social,
industrial, political, ecclesiastical. The
new Jerusalem is to come down out of
heaven, and here now we are to secure
approximations of the heavenly life.

The principle can also be stated in
terms of Christ’s life. ‘“As the Father
hath sent me, so send I you,” gives us
the same milssion as that of Jesus. We
are told to follow Him, and He prayed,
not because He was trying to give us
an example, but because he needed to
pray; He cast out demons by the spi-
rit of God, as we also must. We are
to have our life united with Christ in
order that we can repeat Him. Jos-
_eph Maier, who represented the char-
acter of Christ at the Oberammergau
Passion Play for three successive de-
cades, declared that “It is not only the
greatest honor of my life to repregent
the chargcter of Christ, but it is for
me the most solemn of religious du-
ties.” -

A more famillar way of expressing
this principle is to say with Paul:
‘“Whatsoever ye do, in word or deed,
do all in the name of the Lord Jesus,
giving thanks to God the Father
through Him.” “In His name'” means
in His spirit, with His aim. All of life's
activities, therefore, can be .equally
done “in His name,” whether it is to
eat or pray, to work in the store ar in
the church.

The same principle can also be ex-
pressed by our relation to the Holy
Spirit. The word “Christ” means the
anointed one. Christ in the first ser-
mon in Galilee given in His own home
church, declared that the Spirit of the
Lord had anointed Him, evidently re-
calling the event occurring two months
before, when the Holy Spirit had des-
cended upon Him. But John declares
thdat we also have an anointing which
abides upon us. We, too, are ‘“Mes-
siahs,” God's anointed ones under the
direction and power of the Holy Spirit.
It 1s declared in Exodus xxxi, that the
workers in metals and in stone, and
the carvers in wood for the Taberna-
cle worked with the understanding and
inspiration of the Holy Spirit.

Combining these three statements of
principle: All of our powers are to
be used and all of the world is to be
utilized as we can do God's will, repro-
duce the life of Christ, and objectify
the life’ of the Spirit. All that can so
be used, whether the so-calied sacred
or secular, is to be included in the
complete life; and that which cannot
be so utilized, must be excluded. It
