Hence the total cuton
the St. John this year will not be over
70,000,000, if indeed it reaches that
emount. The hung-up and left-over
timber, however, will bring the total
up to 120,000,000, From the provinces
there arrived last week three schoon-
ers with 153,012 feet of lumber, ' 9,000
feet of piling and 1,580,000 shingles.

'G. W, Ganong, M. P., Tells of Means

The following is from the Montreal
Star:

G. W. Ganong, M. P.-elect for Char-
lotte, N. B., has communicated to the
Star some additional points respecting
the fight made against him in the re-
cent election by the liberals.

‘“‘St. Stephen, N. B., Nov. 22, 1904.
“To the Editor of the Montreal Star:

“Sir—Since my return I note you
have published some of the peculiar
phases of our election here.

“In respect to the use of the Bibles;.
©of which I spoke to you when in Mont-
real, I find that either the central or
the local liberal organization furnish-
ed a lot of new Bibles, to be used in
this county. In the town of St. Ste-
phen at least four were used by their
workers. The usual manner of use was
as follows: A worker, having made the
arrangements for the purchase price of
a vote, would take the ‘purchased”
party into a laundry on the same
street, run by a good liberal, and there
make him swear he would vote for Mr.
Gillmor, the liberal candidate, after
which the money would be paid over.

‘““The same thing has been reported,
on good authority, from some of the
country districts. But, on the sugges-
tion of some of the conservatives that
thay were making themselves liable to
penalties under the law for taking af-
fidavits when not authorized to do so,
the liberal workers were a little more
particular in the country districts. But
in this town they simply paid no at-
tention to this aspect and openly
boasted of their acts after the polls
had closed.

“I will add that if the fishery com-
mission had reported before election on
the lines on which they are understood
now  to have agreed in regard to the
sardine and other fishing business, the
conservatives would probably have had
an extra 200 or 300 majority. The gov-
ernment seem determined to destroy
the fishing business in this county.

WOOD CUT BY BEAVERS.
s |

Park Laborers are Findiag Pieces

Almost Every Day.

Any person who wants a sample of
work done by the original carpenters
of this country may obtain the same
by going to Rockwood Park and walk-
ing around to the lake wherein the
chain gang are now at work. Thisis
the place which for the time being is
known asthe second lake, and is be-
low the old beaver dam. The labor-
ers are now engaged in cleaning up
the bottom of the lake, and in remov-
ing the soil they are continually com-
ing across pieces of wood, in almost
perfect preservation, which show am-
ple evidence of having been cut by
beavers. Some of these pieces have
been bitten off flat, while others have
pointed ends, just like in, the pictures
in the school geography.

This is not the only thing worth g0-
ing to the park for. Housekeepers
who have potted plants and who find
dificulty in obtaining rich earth for
these flowers, would consider the heap
at the park a veritable gold mint. The
s0il now being removed from the beds
of the lake is a dark, rich loam, the
very thing for plants, and it is there
in hundreds of tons.

For a time the work at the lake
went along quite rapidly, but that was
in the early days before police court
frequenters learned that it was better
to work clear of the jail for money
than to work for the city for nothing.
In those days the chain gang num-
bered eighteen or twenty, but within
the last couple of weeks it has beeen
reduced so in numbers that if every
man had a cent the whole crowd
would scarcely be worth a pound of
sugar. There are now eight workers
in the gang. There were only six last
week, and yesterday there were ten.
Usually at this season of the year the
jail has had an average of sixty occu-
pants, but at present scarcely more
than half that number are behind the
bars. The hard labor has had a great
effect.

CHATHAM PULP MILLS,

Extenslve preparations are being
made for the opening of the Chatham
pulp mill, and it is expected that the
Jmanufacture of pulp will be begun
within two months. At present the

mills are being given a thorough over-
hauling, and logs are being hauled, in
order that sufficient may be on hand
when the machinery starts. Great
quantities of logs are now lying in the
Miramichi river, and it is desired to
have all of these landed before ice
forms. The logs are being hauled up
on the wharf just below the mills, load-
ed on cars, and hauled up to the yards.
One of the I. C. R. engines has a
steady job moving these cars,
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New Edifice Was Dedicated on Thurs-
day Last,

The new Methodist church of Wal-
lace, N. S., was dedicated last Thurs-
day. This church is the third that has

stood at the same site. The first was
erected a little over a hundred years
ago, and was for several years the
gathering place of the people of the
adoining settlements as well as of the
village. It made way for a larger
church about 65 or 70 years ago. At
the time of the dedication of the sec-
ond church the Wallace circuit includ-
ed the territory on which are now
found seven strong congregations, with
their churches, ministers and parson-
ages. The present church is valued
at $5,000, and there is still a debt of
$800 against it. The church will seat
about 400 people. It is a beautiful
building, and the design is very unique.
The idea is _American. The school
room is built so that it can be opened
in case of an overflow meeting, and
will seat about 250.

The church is finished in hard wood,
with, oak pews. The principal win-
dows are meniorial, and have been put
in by descendants of the old families
. who were the founders of the first
church.

The minister in charge of the new
church, to whom great credit is due,
is the Rev. Mr. Heal, . who came from
England a few years. He has proved
himself a very successful church
builder.

The dedicatory services were held
Thursday afternoon, the first service
commencing at 1 o’clock. Notwith-
standing the steady downpour of rain
when the pastor, accompaied by Rev.
Mr. Hockin, chairman of the district
of Amherst, Rev. Dr. Huestis of Hali-
fax, Rev. Mr. Farquar of Pugwash,
and Rev. G. M. Campbell, entered the
church, every seat was occupied. A
large choir rendered appropriate mu-
sic and the chairman of the district
conducted the dedication services ac-
cording to the discipline of the church.
Levi Stevens, the oldest mewxnber of the
trustee board, presented the church
for dedication. Rev. G. M. Campbell
preached the sermon, from Isaiah 2
and 67. There was also an evening ser-
vice, which was well attended.

About twenty-five ministers have
come out from the old Wallace circuit.
Several letters of congratulation were
received from those unable to attend.
Only two of the old ministers were
present, Rev. Mr. Campbell and Rev.
Dr. Huestis.

TO SOLVE THE NEGRO
PROBLEM.

Dr. A. B. WalKer Will Start on a Lec-

- turing Tour.

Dr. A. B. Walker, president of the
African colonization movement, will
leave in a few weeks on a lecturing
tour in the interests of the great idea
on wk "h he has set his heart. He is
tnoWw 4t work preparing. a message
which will in due time be issued to the
press of Great Britain and the United
States. This message will contain an
outline of the proposed movement and
a discussion of the negro race in rela-
tion to the Caucasian race, and an
estimate of the capacity of the former
to create and maintain a great and
flourishing empire in Africa under the
British flag, of course.

Dr. Walker’s idea is that the destiny
of the negro is in Africa. That is where
the negro problem must be solved.
There are now 230,000,000 negroes in
Africa, practically all of whom are
outside the pale of civilization.

Dr. Walker will open his tour at
Toronto and will proceed west from
three, and will also visit the United
States. He will be gone about three
months.

"EXPLAINED THE LAW.
Lord Lansdowne Has Written a Letter
Warning British Colliers.

LONDON, Nov. 27.—Foreign Minis-
ter Lansdowne has written a letter to
the chamber of shipping, chamber of
commerce and other similar bodies,
giving further warning with reference
to British colllers and the Russia Bal-
tic 8quadron, explaining that British
owners chartering their vessels for
such purposes as following the Rus-
sian fleet with coal and supplies might
render themselves liable to proceed-
ings under the foreign enlistment act,
the applicable sections of which he
quotes. Lord Lansdowne then refers
to the fact that a similar question
arose during the Franco-German war,
when Mr. Gladstone 1laid down the
principle that such colliers would to
all intents and purposes become store-
ships to the fleet. "Therefore,” con-
cludes Lord Lansdowne, ‘“although
neutral traders may trade in contra-
band at the risk of capture, they
should bear in mind the conditions of
the English law.”

BUCKSPORT, Me., Nov. 25.—Fortun-
ate discovery by neighbors saved the
fine summer residénce near Fort Knox
and owned by George Grueby of Bos-
ton, from destruction by an incendiary
fire last night. The house was closed,
but was broken into, a large heap of
straw and paper collected in the cellar,
saturated with kerosene and fired.

Robert Nolan, Blind and

Seriously i,

Has Had to Cive Himself and Family
to Public Charity—Not His

Own Fault.

A peculiarly sad case of sickness and
destitution has come to light within
the past few days on Brussels street,
and the last member of a former
happy family has been forced  upon
public charity. Robert Nolan was at
one time a prosperous workman, well
able to provide for himself and his
young family, but little.by little mis-
fortune overtook him, and broken in
health, heart sick and discouraged, he
was compelled to see his wife and
children become dependent upon the
kindness of others. Two of his chil-
dren are now at the Industrial Home,
while the mother and two girls have
gone to the alms house. Nolan is only
28 years of age and has been married
but a few years, put hardships and
sickness have made a prematurely old
man of him.

During the past summer he has lived
in a rough garret on Brussels street,
but not being of a communicative dis-
position his neighbors knew little or
nothing about him.

He is known as a hard worker and
of a generous disposition, but about
eight years ago, while employed on the
railway, he injured his eye, and a sec-
ond injury completely deprived him of
its use. In some way the other eye
was affected and he became unfit for
work. To add to his discouragements
he received a severe blow in the side
which res:ited ‘n internal injuries.

Employed for a
while in the city street department, he
became too ill to continue a short time
ago.

A RECORD BREAKING YEAR.

(Portland Press.)

It may now be regarded as definitely
settled that this is to be a record-
breaking freight and cattle export sea-
son from this port. Months ago the
signs of the times indicated that such
might be the case, and now it is evi-
dent that the most sanguine expecta-
tions will be more than realized.

‘While we have some all the year
round business, the shipping season,
the steamship season proper begins
very suddenly. The St. Lawrence river
goes out of commission, takes its an-
nual vacation, or gives every sign of
intending to do so, and then there is
a sudden change here, the docks fill up
with the big liners, and a vast abount
of freight is shipped from here.

There will be many cattle and sheep
forwarded from here during the win-
ter.

Portland is now
a great port of export and the Grand
Trunk cattle sheds at East Deering
are almost a Chicago stock yvards on
a smaller scale.

DEGLARATION HAS
BEEN SIGNED.

North Sea Disaster Will be

Looked

into by International Commission

Which Will Meet at Paris.

L 2

LONDON, Nov. 27.—The foreign of-
fice has issued the following English
translation of the declaration signed
at St. Petersburg by Sir Charles Har-
dinge, the British ambassador, and
Count Lamsdorff, the Russian foreign
minister:

“His Britannic Majesty’s government
and the imperial Russian government
having agreed to entrust to an inter-
national commission of inquiry as-
sembled conformably to articlesI, and
XIV. of The Hague convention of July
29, 1899, for the pacific settlement of
international disputes, the task of
elucidating by means of impartial and
conscientious investigation the ques-
tion of fact connected with the incid-
ent which occurred during the night
of October 21-22, 1904, in the North Sea
(on which occasion the firing of guns
on the Russian fleet caused a loss of
a boat and the death of two persons
belonging to a British fishing fleet, as
well as damage to other boats of that
fleet and injuries to the crews of some
of those boats), the undersigned be-
ing duly authorized thereto, have
agreed upon the following provisions:

“Article 1.—The international com-
mission of inquiry shall be composed
of five members (commissioners), of

rank in the British and imperial Rus-
sian navies respectively. The govern-
ments of France and of the TUnited
States shall each be requested to
select one of their naval officers of
high rank as a member of the commis-
sion. The fifth member ghall be
chosen by agreement between the four
members above mentioned; in the
event of no agreement being reached
between the four commissioners as to
the selection of the fifth, his imperial
and royal majesty, the Emperor of
Austria and King of Hungary will be
invited to select him. Each of the
two contracting parties shall likewise
appoint a legal assessor to advise the
commissioners and an agent officially
empowered to take part In the labors
of the commission.

“Article II.—The commission shall
enquire into and report on all circum-
stances relative to thé North Sea inci-
dent, and particularly on the question
as8 to where the responsibility lies and
the degree of blame attaching to sub-
Jects of the two high contracting par-
ties or to subjects of other countries
in the event of their responsibility be-
ing established by the inquiry.

“ArticleIIL.—The commission shall
settle the details of procedure which
it will follow for the purpose of ac-
complishing the task wherewith it has

been entrusted.

Western Grain Filling Up Elevators
at Lake Terminals Though
Fleet is Increased.

FORT WILLIAM, Ont., Nov. 26.—
Wheat is arriving at this lake port
much faster than it can be taken away
and during the week ending “October
31, 2,403,000 bushels were received here,
while only 1,264,000 bushels were ex-
ported. The terminal elevators now
contain millions of bushels of wheat,
and this amount, because of lack of
available vessels, will not be lessened
before the close of lake navigation,
December 10, which means that Janu-
ary 15, at least will find the huge
warehouses at the lake ports loaded
to their capacity.

The fact that two additional fleets,
among which are two ocean-going
steamers, are ealling regularly at the
terminals, make it evident that there
has been anything but a car shortage
in the West, as the railroads have car-
ried double the quantity of grain that
could be handled by the navigation
companies. An unusually® large amount
of wheat will this winter be shipped
via the all-rail route.

A FATAL EXPLOSION.

As a Result One Man is Dead and
Three Others in the

NEW YORK, Nov. 27.—One man is
dead, three are in a hospital suffering
from burns and lacerations, and several
others are less seriously hurt as the
result of an explosion early today in the
generating house of the Consolidated
Gas Co.’s plant in West 44th street in
this city.

There were forty workmen in the
generating house and all were either
knocked down or were thrown against
the walls. James Kane, 27 years old,
received a fractured skull and died two
hours later. Every window in
building was blown out and the force
of the explosion was felt over a large
section of the West Side. The cause
of the explosion is not known. It oc-
curred in the 12-inch main, carrying
the freshly made gas from six huge
generators in the floor of the house to
the purifiers.
