No such
protest shall be entertained afger the
Japse of half an hour after Fhe an-
nouncement of the decision of the
judges on the question to which the
protest refers. The jury, having fully
investigated the matter, shall declde
the guestion, and its decision is final.
The prizes in the Olympic games
will consist of Olympie medals and dip-
lomas. Each prize medal will be ac-
companied by a diploma. In team ev-
ents a diploma will also be awarded
in the winning team. In some events
challenge cups will be presénted to
the winners, in whose possession they
may remain until the Olympic games

Athletes in general will be interest-
ed in the official programme and reg-
nlations of the fifth Olympiad, which
{s to be held in Stockholm next year,
the particulars of which have just
been anmounced. The sports will be
held under the patronage of the King
of Bweden, and the direction of the
Swedish Olympic Committee. The
president of the: athletic sub-commit-
iee is Col. V. G. Balck.

The track sports and swimming
will be held during the period be-
tween July 6 and July 15, the entries
for which will close June 6.

The detalled dimensions of the
track and field are as follows:—Length
of one lap, 383 meters; breadth of
finishing straight, 10 1-2 meters;
bresdth of back-stretch, 7 1-2 meters;

The Swedish Olympic Committee
arranges and is responsible for the
games. The actual management of
the different sports has been delegat-
ed to sub-committees appointed by the
governing sporting  associations of
Sweden.
