Stefansson Living the Simple 
Life at Fort McPherson — 
Wearing Reindeer Hides,

Can't Forbid His Wife to Re­
ceive Her Mother in His 
House,

London, March 23.—The medical 
profession of London gave a dinner 
this evening to Brig-General Wm. C. 
Gorgas, surgeon-general of the United | 
States army as a tribute to the splen­
did work done by him as chief of the 
sanitary department at Panama.

Viscount Bryce, former ambassador 
at Washington, presided. Lord Bryce 
and Lewis Harcourt, the secretary of 
state for the colonies, were Instru­
mental In having General Gorgas in­
vestigate the conditions In the South 
African mines, from which he has just 
returned. Mr. H&rcourt, however, 
was not able to be present.

General Gorgas will go to Oxford to­
morrow with Sir William Osier to re­
ceive the degree of Doctor of Science.

Berlin, Mar. 23—In dirigible bal­
looning there is a steady advance, de­
spite disasters. The latest military 
Zeppelin, which has just crossed Ger­
many in a trial trip at a speed of six­
ty-five miles an hour, has a cruising 
radius at a height of a mile and a 
quarter. It will carry a more efficient 
battery of machine guns than its pre­
decessors and has a new device to 
carry escaping gases clear of the car 
and prevent explosions like that 
which destroyed the second naval air­
ship. Another invention, to be tried 
out on one of the Parseval balloons, 
Is an unslnkable gondola, entirely en­
closed in watertight sheet steel. The 
gondola, which resembles a subma­
rine, can be quickly detached from the 
body of the airship, if the latter is 
driven down upon the surface of the 
sea and will float for a day or more. 
Practical tests will soon be begun.

The American general staff follows 
these and other developments in the 
German army with the closest atten­
tion and intends, it is understood, to 
send over more, observers to Germany 
In future. Capt. Henry C. Whitehead, 
Tenth Cavalry, has for a year been 
attached to a German cavalry regi­
ment, living with the officers and tak­
ing part in the daily routine of the re­
giment, with such successful results 
that four more officers, it is reported, 
will be sent to Germany next year to 
undergo a similar course.

Lieut. Paul Graetz is endeavoring 
to organize an Anglo-German-Holland 
association to rai^e $750,000 for an 
expedition by dirigible balloon into the 
unexplored interior of New Guinea.

Berlin, Mar. 23—The judge of a civ­
il court in Vienna has decided that a 
husband cannot prevent his mother-in- 
law from coming to his house to age 
her daughter.

The decision was given in a case 
where a railway official named Mich- 
na wrote a letter to his mother- 
in-law forbidding her to enter his 
house. She disregarded the com­
munications and Michna brought 
action charging her with dis­
turbing him in the peaceful possess­
ion of his own home, and asked for a 
judicial order prohibiting the lady 
from making any further visits.

It was urged on behalf of the moth­
er-in-law that the wife had the right 
to receive her mother in the common 
home of her husband and herself, and 
that the husband's application was il-

Rejecting all the evidence as irrele­
vant, the judge ruled that a husband 
could not forbid his wife to receive 
her own mother in the home and that 
In accepting her daughter’s invitation 
to come there, the mother was per­
forming uo arbitrary act, and there­
fore, was not interfering with any 
rights of quiet possession.

Heavy orders for German coal have 
just been placed by one of the London 
gas companies.
