SMALLPOX IN MAINE. -

e

]'harQ Have Been 56 Cases in Bargor--
Hiding Patients--Situation Still Serious.

More cases of,smallpox have been discover-
ed in Bangor, Old Town, Brewer, Orono and
Skowhegan. Of the situation in ‘Bangor Sat-
urdays Commercial says:—

“Doctor Woodcock, of the board -of health,
informs the Commercial 4liat up o the pres-:
ent time there has been eighty-six cases of
smallpox in this ¢ity. One patient was dis-’
charged from the pest house Friday morn-
ing, and now there are twelve inmates there. .

““The case of @ man named Green, on- Bireh ’
street,  was, it is understood, diagnosed by
fthe attending physician as chickenpox. When
the board of health physician was summoned
he pronounced it smallpox. ®Green’s three
children are also sick with the disease.

‘“The board of health ‘discovered two cases
of smallpox on Seventh Street dn hiding
Thursday afternoon. A Miss Mooney, who
is employed. in a tailor shop, ‘has been ill
for three weeks. Suspicions were aroused
Thursday and in the evening a physician and
Police Inspecter Kpaide gained an entrance,
when it was found®that not omnly the woman
was i1, but awgnan, her brother-in-law, was
also in the incipient stages of the disease.
The house is quarantined.

‘“According to the health authorities some
of the doctors have been placing themselves
in a rather ludicrous light by their pro-
nouncements on emallpox cases. One physi
clan had a case which he diagnosed as ‘im
petigo contagioso,’” But when one of the board
of health doctors saw the case he called “it
smallpox without a moment’s hesitation. An-
other doctor ‘had a case which he called
Cuban itch. + The health officers say that he
should be informed of the fact that the
surgeon-general of the United States army
says in his report that the only Cuban itch
that resembles smallpox is smallpox.

“It was reported Friday, on rellable author-
ity, that a woman in one of the houses under
quarantine was allowed to leave the prem-
ises by the policeman on guard. When she
saw the health officers arnive she ‘asked if
they had decided that it was smallpox. She
received an affirmative answer from the
policeman, whoo advised her, if she wamnted
to get out, to Trun then. Tt didn’t take her
long to get out of the house, dand she left
on the run, before the eyes and with the
permission of the watchman. &

“In "tracing the origin of two additional
cases of smallpox just developed at Skow-
hegan, the health authorities have discovered
ithat persons either ill or exposed to the dis-
ease have associated with families at Keene-
ville, a locality thickly setitled by laborers.
An order for general vaccination through-
out the town was passed.”
