Prof. 1C. H. Eckles, of the dairy depart-
ment of the University of Missouri gives
the following timely suggestions concern-
ing the souring of milk that will be of par-
ticular interest to the patrons of creamer-

“The creamery and skimi milk stations,”
says Prof. Eckles, “have been the cause
of much trouble with sour skim milk.
Where the milk is hauled for several miles
§n the hot sun, warmed to the proper tem-
perature for separating, and then sent
home at just the right temperature to sour
most rapidly, it results in the milk being
sour much of the time when received by
the owners, especially, during the hot wea-
ther. This: has begn . one common reason
for poor, sugcess dn , Taising calves even
where the creamery-system is fairly weil
developed. i

“Fortunately, @ means has been devised

fo remedy this trouble to a great extent.
Within two or three years many of sthe
misst successful ereameries have begun to
sterilize the skim milk, as it is generally
called, before sending it back from the fac-
tory. This consists of theating it to at
least 180 degrees by using steam in most
cases from the engine exhaust. This milk
is put into cans and taken home without
cooling. The scalding checks the souring,
and such milk should remain sweet until

the following day, and if thoroughly cool-

red can be kept over Sunday. In this way
the calf cam be fed on sweet milk and
good results secured.

“The Kansas [Experimental Station
raised calves on such milk that gained
just as much as others fed milk, separated
with a hand separator and fed at once.
This heating of milk cannot be done ®uc-
cessfully unless sthe milk is brought to the

JAPAN A BILLION

* WILL LAST LONG TIME _

Coum 5 0kuma Declares  That

' "Stmgglg‘ﬂas'Just Begun, and
- Warns_the: Peopleto Be Pre-

pared to Make Sacrifices---Pre-
dicts Ultimate Triumph.

Tokio, Oct. 6.—In addressing the mem-
bers of the united clearing houses of Tokio
today, Count Okuma, the leader of the
progressive party, warned the people to
prepare for a long war, the date of the
tenmination of which it was now imposs-
ible to foretell. He predicted that the cost

'to Japan for a two years’ war, including

the loans which had been already placed
and the expenses consequent upon the war
alt fits termination nwould total $1,000,000,-
000, wiich would make 'the per capita
dhare amount to $20. _
iCount Okuma said that corruption ap-
peared o penvade the military, political
and financial departments of the Russian
governmentt, and that this corruption had
almost reached a climax which threatened
a revolution. It-was even reported that
Lieut. General Stoessel, now defending
Port Arthur and upon whose shoulders
rested the responsibility for (the loss of a
large share of Russian prestige in Kast
Asia, was guilty of dissipation during the
siege. [The speaker declargd that the weak-
ness of the Russians gave the Japanese
many victories.

He pointed out that despite her defeats
Russia continued to hold the prominent
and commanding position in Europe and
said that even Emperor William was
counting the favor of the Russian auto-
crat.” .

Russia’s Immense Resources.

Despite her weakness, Count Okuma
said Russia held immense resources and
had tremendous advantages in the size of
her population and the greatmess of her
wealth and it would be necessary for the

der to attain success, He predicted that
the war swould cost Russia from one and a
half billion to two bilion dollats and ‘said
it would be impossible lto raise loans or
to ificreasé thi‘taxts inlRussin because the
limit, had been reached. i

The-coutit prédiéted ‘that it would be no

%go*baéfo ne:%%’y ar and ‘added that if $75,-
000,000 were secured abroad Jthe country
must face a depreciation in the value of
its sggl%fities.

Bdison’s Assistant Succumbs to
Cancer.

Orange, N. J., Oct. 5—Clarence M. Daily
i dead at his home in East Orange from
the effects of a cancerous growth, result-
ing from long-continued use of the X-ray
appanatus in the experimenting department
of the Edison laboraliory at West Orange.
The history, of his case shows him to have
been a martyr to science in his devotion
to the solution of the mysteries of the X-
ray and fluoroscope.

Tor sixteen years Mr. Daily was employ-
ed in. the Bdison works, and seven years
@igo he became chief assistant in the X-ray
experimental department, where continu-
ous exposure to the mysterious power of
tthe rays induced ithe cancerous growth on
his thands, which finally caused his deatl,

amputation of both his arms.

The early days of his ailment nere
marked by swelling of the hands and dis-
charges of matter, but, not realizing the
true character of the trouble, he continued

| his_work until four year ago, when he ac-

cepted a position with a llamp concern in
Chicago. There the growth became €0
painful that he was compelled to resign
and reburn home for treatment.

At a New York hospital his left arm
was amputated just below the ghoulder, in

made to check the spread of the disease
by skin grafting. Three months later can-
cer appeared on his right hand and four
fingers nvere successfully amputated, only
lto have the growth reappear on his wrist
and gradually spread until, in March last,
it became necessary to remove the arm
below the shoulder. Later it was discover-
ed that the cancerous condition had per-
meated his whole system. Mr. Daily was
thirty-nine years old, and leaves a widow
and two sons,

HOWARD GO FREE

Fredericton Jury Aquits Them
of Pickpocketing

MONEY RETURNED

Court Orders the Funds Found on
Them to Be Given Back, and
They Started for Boston at Once
--Grant’s $58 Still in Possession
of Authorities.

Fredericton, Oct. 6—(Special)—The trial
of the alleged pickpockets, Howard and
