A New Banking Institution.

The proposal to establish a pew Bank in
this City ought to receive geneml' assent
and substantial encouragemént. The fe-
cessity for this addi tional aid to commerce
is beyond all question. The available
Bank accommodation is entirely too limited
for the trade of the place, which has been
constantly expanding yearly for the past
ten years, while Banking facilities have
actually decreased in the same period. It
is too late in the day to argue the mmpor
tande of snch an institation. Nor is there
any call to prove that the City of St. Jobn is
equal to the andertaking of féunding such

a Bank, the resources of otr business men
being abundantly apparent. 1t may, how-
ever, be a fair matter for argument Whether
the present is the most favorable time for
moving in this direction. Some may ocon-
sider that the undertaking might be de-
forred until the samimer season, when the
port is in the full tide of commeroe, but
the same parties would probably postpone
the movement entirely. To a majority of
persons now appears to be the accepted
time, and this the day of financial *¢ salva-
tion.” Our merchants are at the present
moment suffering severtly ffom the Wwant
of another Bank, although there is ho
severe pressure on the Banks that are
doing business here. The inconve
niences of to-day may be repeated at
any moment, and at frequent intervals,
and it is time that something was
done to prevent their recarrence when
4rade is in so healthy a vcondition and
the country so prosperous ss it present.
Another Bank is needed at the best of
times :—at present we see and feel its ne-
cessity more clearly than ever before ; and
action should be taken While the justifica-
tion of the step stands out so fully re-
vealed. The change of the rate of interest
in the Dominion Savings Bank should
have at this moment an inflaence in favor
of the purchase of the Btook of a new
Bank. Many depositors, no doubt, will
decline to accept the reduced rate of inter
est offered by the Savings Bank, if they
can do better otherwise ; and the stock of
a new Bank that would be placed under
such management as would inspire public
confidence, would be regarded as a safe in
vestment. Other circumstandes might be
noticed as favorable to immediate action,
but they will be apparent toall who are
interested in the suhject and acquainted
with our local trade.

In $he event of the organisation of & Hew
Bank, which can be accomplished without
much dificulty if a few preminent business
men will but lead off, the great eonsidera-
tion will be its proper officering. Its suc-
cess would mainly depend upon its Pres-
ident and Cashier. If we could im-
sgine a cautious, gkillful finanoier like
Hon. Mr. Tilley withdrawing from politics
and devoting himsalf to the Banking inter-
ests of St. John, we should feel that a
grand stride had been taken towards sup-
plying those facilities for the extension of
the trade of St. Yohn that are now 80
earnestly demanded. A Bank presided
over by Mr. Tilley would not lack either
first class stockholders or a first rate busi-
pess. It is perhaps too much to expect
that Mr. Tilley’s friends will consent to his
abandonment of political life, in whieh his
course seems destined to be onward and
upward, although if he had consulted his
own wishes he would probably bave pre-
ferred a life of greater ease and one more
closely and intimately identified with the
peopte of St. John. But failing to secure
such & President we need not fear that men
well qualified for the position will not he
forthcoming for this as for the other im-
portant positions. Among the many first
class business men who wield tho com-
merce of St. John, it will not be difficult to
obtain a Directory that will command the
oconfidence of capitalists, and, at the same
time, possess the necessary acquaintance
with our local trade to qualify them to deal
intelligently with the institution’s re-
sources;

We take it for granted the Bank will be
established. The names of the gentlomen
who are said to be moving in the matter
are sufficient to show that business is
meant:

Liquor Licensing.

When that sturdy advocate of temper-
ance, Neil Dow, went through England a
fow years sinee, déclafming against that
peculiarly Anglo Saxon vice, drunkenness,
his utterances were scarcely treated by the
bulk of the nation with more respect than
were those of the ¥Furioso of America,
George Francis Train. 1t it true that the
orator dealt largely in hyperbole, and
evinced a déecided downéast tendency for
spread esgléidm, which partially counter-
acted his usefulness md superinduced a
slight elevation of the back vf the British
Pablic; but in view of fécent movements.
we are inclined to think that the British
tavern keeper received just a littfd too much
backing up from those whose wounded in-
stinots affocted their better judgments. No
one would have thought, at that time, that
there was the remotest possibility of any
measuré being enacted sitnilar in its pro-
visions to the Maine Liquor Law, and,
while tho cnstomers of the Blue Lions,
Bells and Angels, the gin palaces and the
various tippling places in the kingdom,

of the efforts of Mr. Bruce and the
parliamentary abolitionists. That the
seeds sown by Dow and othér enthosi-
asts are bearing fruit is becoming
every day apparent, and one of the first in-
dices ot the change of publid fesling is the
avidity with which leading English public-
'ists are examining the somewhat conflict-
ing liccnsing systems adopted by other
Dations. We ‘have had our attention
directed from time to time, to the peculiar
provisions of the Legislature in the State
of Ohio, touching the liabilities of tavern
keepers, and we feel largely interested in
the undeveloped results of these epaot-
ments ; but, while balancing the prospects
of experiments in one quarter, we should
also search for experiences in another where
those experiences are obtainable. Itwould
therefore, we are inclined to think, decid
odly conduce to & proper solution of a great
Bocial problem, if those who are agitating
an entire revolution in our own licensing
system, would carefully examine the many
other systems now working and successful-
ly working in other communities. Mr.
Bruce, in introducing his Licensing Bill
last yesr, referred to the licensing system
now in use in Sweden ** as furnishing an
jostructive example,” and this system
is certainly more unique in its pro-
visions than we would be led to expect
from an old Kuropean state. Possibly, Mr
McPherson may import a few Temperance
ideas with his coming Scandanavians, but
in the event of his omitting to do so,a
brief reference thereto may be useful as
well as interesting. It may be premised
‘that the Swedes, although hard workers
and honest ‘And intelligent, are not natur-
ally more fond of water, as 8 beverage,
than their Teighbors ; and, although it
would be far from the truth to speak of
Sweden as & nation of drunkards, yet we
may ocorréctly state that intemperance has
retardéd its national progress. Indeed,
%0 wide spread had become this evil, that
nearly seven years 2go, in the spring of
1865, the Municipal Council of Gothen-
burgh, the second town of Sweden both in
population and commercial importance,
appointed a committee to investigate and
report upon the true cause of the fearfal
amount of pauperism then embarassing
the State. The committee reported that
the principal cause of the growing evil
was drunkenness ; that the poorer class of
citizens was preyed upon by an unprin-
cipled and designing set of retail dealers,
who were not only depriving tbe town of
a large portion of duty due from sales, but
were palming off upon their victims most
‘eleterious adulterated liquors as pureand
genuine. The committee also animad-
verted, in the strongest terms, upon the
dark, dirty, unwholesome, unventilated
and comfortless dens wherein the dealers
plied their trade, and showed that, by the
toleration of credit in connection with the
retail business, many an artisan, after
settling his week’s score at the pot house,
had not a farthing of his wages left to take
home, und that, in some instances, men
went so far as to pawn clothes and furni-
ture with the publican and starving
wives and children to satisfy their own
eravings for alcohol. We call attention
%o the particulars of the return of this
committee, because we think that & simi-
lar committee in St. John, fairly
discharging its duty, would be impelled to
make somewhat similar statements ; and if
there is &n identity or ¢ven close analogy
in the dideaBes we may with perfect propri-
ety consider the same remedies. Believing
that there ‘are iow few or none who wouid
experiment again with an out and out
Prohibitory Law, and knowing that there
are many who would assist in securing s
well guarded and stringent license law, we
propose in Monday’s issue to point out
some of the chief features of the Swedish
system.

Moreover, Halifax is said to
be wealthier than St. John, and doubtless
the deposits in Bank arc lakger and tle
lending power thus still more increased.

If the local Banks in llalifax; where dis-
counts are bad at 6 per cent, can pay 8
dividend of 8 and 7 per cent, surely there
is not only room for an additional Bank in
St. John, but a greater probability of a
larger dividend, if it be true that plenty of
good paper can be got at present at not
less than 13 per cen$ per annum:

Everything wasarrang
od for her departure, the $10 furnished her,
but as she was getting upon the St. Louis
train an officer from Cairo, with documents
in his pocket, laid his hand upon her should-
er and said, ** You arearrested—my prison-
er.” Before she could mako things eatis-
factory to the officer the train left the depot
with the young lady in charge of the Cairo
officer. She was brought before one of the
justices of the peace—her trunk broken
open and contents esamined. It was found
to contain & lot of burglar tools, four
changes of suits and masks, and about
$500 in counterfeit money. Upon a more
full investigation and upon & close exami-
nation in a room, it wasascertained beyond
a doubt that the woman was & man; and
that, too, of a rery respectable family
of Memphis, Tenn. He had so disguised
himself witb false curls, paint, etc., as to
make it almost impossible to tell bim irom
the feminine sex. He was handed over to
Marshall Wilson, of Cairo, and will go
hence to Memphis, where a full investi-
gation of crimes preferred against him
awaits him.

— A new order of Reform has just been
inaugurated in Londoo, England. This is
nothing less than a Woman's Dress Asso
ciation, an institution whose efforts will be
directed aginst - the deformities and mon-
strosities of female attire of the day. Chig-
nons, plaits, false bair, pads, Roman falls,
Grecian bends, panniers, and all the other
enormities of fashion may, therefore, pre-
pare for a speedy downfall.

priety, honesty, and good taste. What
strong-minded female will open an “‘auxil-
liary”’ in the cities of the Dominion ?

__As an instance of the earnest desire of
the ~ Americans “to unearth corruptioo,
Washington gives the following Hst of
investigations in progréss or about to begin
at the national capital:—Four into the
Treasury Department, one in the Custom
house branch, one in the National Cur
rency branch, & third into the Treasurer’s
office, and a fourth into the Supervising
Architect’s office ; two in the War Depart-
ment, in the Ordnance Bureau, and the
sales of arms to French agents; one in
cach House ; one in the Post-office Depart
ment ; one into the Navy Department,
ordered to-day ; one into the affairs of the
District Government; one into Louisiana
affairs ; one into Arkansas affairs ; one into
the condition of the Northern Pacific Rail
road ; making twelve in all. This does
not include the great Joint Ku-Klux Com-
mittee which will enquire into important
matters connected with the reorganization
of tho Southern States. This inquisitorial
spirit will, no doubt, elicit startling facts
regarding official malpractices.

—The agitation in the Roman Catholic
Church of this country in favor of temper-
ance is a hopeful event. No class of our
population need restraint in the matter of
using spiritaous liquors more than that
which is controlled by the Roman Catholic
priesthood.  The influence of Father
Mathew in this country has been excellent
among his fellow countrymen, whose popu-
lar beverage, unlike that of the Germans,
is one that maddens and excites to crimes
of violence. The only way to reach these
peopleis through the church. Even Father
Mathew, though he did not specially use
the influence of the priesthood, obtained
his popularity in a great measure from the
tact that he was in ** holy orders.” We
cannot depend on seeing in this country or
in the next another man who can wield
such immense personal influence, but if
the leading prelates of America will com-
bine their forces they can carry on the good
work which he left. The Bishop of Savan-
orh bas issued a strong pastoral letter on
the subject, warmly approving the senti-
ments of the Bishop of New York, who
tecently delivered ancloguent * temperance
lectare.’”

On the 12th February a steamship of
immense size was launched from the ship
building yard of Messrs. Robert Steele and
Co., Greenock, Scotland. . The vessel was
named the Polynesian, and is of the follow-
ing dimensions : Length, 400 leet i breadth,
42 feet ; depth, 35} feet; tonnage, 4,277
gross. She has been built for the Montreal
Ocean Steamship Company, and is the
largest in the possession of the Allan Line.
The Polynesian is a straight-stemmed ves-
sel, and will be fitted up in a most superb
style for the conveyance of passengers be-
tween Liverpool and the Dominion, while
the accommodation for gcods will be com-
plete. She will be supplied from Messrs.
Steele and Co.’s foundry with engines, on
M‘Nab’s patent principle, of 650 horse
power.

The English Boat Race.

1t will be seen by our despatches that
the Cambridge men took the race on the
Thames te-day. This good fortune bad
been predicted for them. Advices by the
last English Mail stated that *‘ the old con-
fidence of Oxford, engendered by a long
series of victories, is entirely gone, and she
does not seem to have reached that condi-
tion of plucky good nature under defeat
which Cambridge showed so many years
in succession. In 1870 Cambridge broke
the spell which secmed to surround the
Yortunes of Oxford, and last year the latter
entered the race under a cloud, as was
shown by the betting. which stood two to
one in favor of Cambridge. This dispro-
portion was more than sustained by the re-
sult, the heroes of the Cam taking the lead
at the start, and keeping it easily to the
end. 1f Cambridge wins again this year,
Oxford will probably recover from its sur-
prise, and settle down to a vigorous perti-
nacity like that displayed by a well-organiz-
ed minority in Parliament or Congress.
The Oxford crew this year is spoken of as
a fine one. but without that enthusiasm
with which the friends of Cambridge extol
their favorites.”

T.ie Railway Traine.

1t reached Salisbury at
noon to-day, and will arrive here this even-
ing.

A train left St. John yesterday morning
for Shediac and Amherst, and arrived at
Petitcodiac and remained there waiting to
connect with the train from the East, and
left there this morning at 10,30 for Salis-
bury with men and fuel to assist delayed
trains.

A train left here at 11 a. m. to-day for
Shediac and Amherst, carrying mails and
passengers.

A train left St. John for Sussex yester-
day at 5 p. m., carrying passengers and
{reight and making good time.

The train from Sussex arrived this morn-
ing on time ; it brought some freight, in-
cluding two cars of wood.

The train that left Amherst yesterday
morning only succeeded in reaching Dor-
chester ; it will no doubt reach Painsec to
day in time to conncet East and West.

The snow was drifting badly all day yes-
terday on the Shediac lize and on Eastern
Extension ; at Dorchester the men had to
stop until the wind went down.

As you may
imagine, roast beef and plum pludding are
great luxuries to us who have lived on
pork and bread for so long. I would like
some clothes to put in a respectable appear-
ance at Fort Garry. Don’t be alarmed at
the list appended, My wardrobe at pre-
sent consists of one coat, with sundry rips
and tears, one pair homespun pants,—well
singed, gone in the knees and nether ends,
a pair of leggings, and some other more
useful than elegant articles—in fact, if I
were set down in St. Jobn to-night 1'd ex-
pect to be disowned by you boys and get
the cut direct. The weather has been
splendid all this month. My nose has not
frozen once, but before that it was some-
thing awfal—would freeze half a dozen
times a day.”’

The flowery days of the Tigre had already
passed away.

A practical gentleman some years ago, cast
his eyes upon the favoured spot, and seeing
all the necessary appliances for his trade,
planted himself there, and, from that.date,
we may say, the history of the Tigre com-
menced. Sheds soon sprung up, followed
by others of greater extent ; dwellings ap-
peared on all sides, and although at firs$
they were but workmen’s cottages, never-
theless they were an earnest of what was
coming. Other enterprising men followed
this pioneer of civilization, and in a few
short years the Tigre became what we now
see it.

at their presence. :

'Lhece
new cases seem to have occurred from
elothing and other material having been
taken fram the late Thomas Maguire’s
hous:e_, which were ordered to be destroyed
or disinfected, but were not. These ought
“t‘ P’e looked up and 1mmediately disposed
of.
