PROPOSED ERECTION OF PATRIATION MONUMENT ON
PARLIAMENT HILL—MOTION UNDER S.O. 43

METRIC CONVERSION

MINISTER’S MEETING WITH RETAIL INDUSTRY 
REPRESENTATIVES—MOTION UNDER S O. 43

Mr. Bill Domm (Peterborough): Madam Speaker, on May 
14, 1982, as reported at page 17449 of Hansard, the Minister 
of Consumer and Corporate Affairs (Mr. Ouellet) stated that 
he was ready to have discussions with the retail food industry 
to find out if it was feasible to excuse some small retailers from 
compulsory metrication. Yesterday I learned from a confiden­
tial source that, instead of working with the group on scales, 
which includes some 50 representatives of the whole industry, 
he intends to meet next Monday with only six members of the 
group who represent umbrella associations within the retail 
food industry under the chairmanship of an employee of the 
Toledo Scale Manufacturing Company of the United States. I 
therefore move, seconded by the hon. member for Cambridge
