Foreign Grop Conditions.

Broomball’s Liverpool Corn Trade News,
of May 19, says: No substantial rainfall of real
value has yot happened to religve the anxiety
of farmers, who are hourly witnessing the
doterioration of their crop prospects. Winter
wheat alone continucs to look well, but a
single good crop will not compensate the
agriculturalist for a light hay crop and poor
roots and spring corn. The ficlds are be-
ginning to assumo almost an autumn tint,
and mapy streams and water pits are per-
fectly dry which rarely ever fail.
France—Complaintsof damage from drouth
are becoming luuder and more numerous.
Thero is no doubt that tho first cut of hay
will be short; tho spring seeding of barley
and ocats are greatly in need of moisture, but
the wheat plant still looks well except on
light soil. . .
Russia—Crop advices to o leading Liver-
pool firm ara of & very satisfactory tenor, but
two roports lately receivel by us from corres-
pondonts in Warsaw and St. Petershurg do
not give a.very hopeful account of tho situa-
tion. Russiais a big country, however, and
thero is pleaty of room for variety ; we think
a comprohonsive official roport will shortly be
issued, which should ounablo one to gobt a
better idea of the situation. Direct reports
are satisfactory in the main, and it must be
noted that complaints in our reports, already
mentioned, are chiefly on account of the
backwardness of the spring crop.
Roumania—Reports mention further rain,
and say that crop conditions are very satis.
factory.
Austrie-Hupgary—In Hungaris the crop
outlook gives no cause for complaint; in
Austria recont weathor has favored the
crops.

The Philadelphia Press says: ** Thero has
been somothing of & movement in spacialties
for steel making, such as Bessomer, basis and
low phosphorus pig, of which some 8,000 tons
to 10,000 tons have been taken during the
past fow days at about the same fizures as
quoted for some time past, Billets appear to
have passed out of second hands and only
one or two sales were made &t the pool price,
viz: 821,50 at Philadelphia. It 1s doubtful
if botter can bo dono unless makers agreo to
reduce their prices. With tho exception of
steel and material for making steel, prices
are inclined to weaken,”
