5th That the Commissioners4för taking Affidavits irt
the Supreme Court be Commissioners for taking Affi-
davits in this Court, in all such cases where deposition
are to be admited de bene esse, under the Act of Assem-
bly.

6th That on the return day of the Citation the De-
fendant file his or her answer and, be- ready with evi.
dences for trial.
