difference between the average
man and the rapist other than that
the rapist finds it easier to ex-
press anger.

Thompson said the basic
feminist thesis on rape is that it is
a natural outgrowth of sexual
roles in society, rather than an
isolated deviant act.

She said rapists “do not see
these women as being like

themselves, like their buddies.

They see them as objects. You
can't humiliate an object. You
can't crush the spirit of an object,
you can only use it.”

The co-authors say the im-
age of women in society must be
changed to get rid of rape.
